A Lot of Austrians Said to be
Stranded in Canada.

Mr. Sifton Says There Are

Estimates Voted.

rogation, it is hoped, has been material-
ly advanced by the adoption to-day of
the motion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier to de-
wote the greater part of Wednesday and
dhursday to Government business for
the remainder of the session. This
gives Government measures precedence
on ali other days than Mondays, and
Wwas justitied by the advanced state of
private business. Lhe report that large
numbers of luropean immigrants who
have recently armived in Canada are
Ppenniiess was brought to the attantion
of the House by Mr. I ¥, Clarke, and
the subject of pauper immigration was
thrashed out. ‘I'he debate disclosed the
lact that the Lanadian medical examin-
ation is most rigid, and that the class
of immigrants arriving are desirable, Mr.
. L. Borden taking advantage of the
opportulity to speak of the oxeecllence
of the Galician settlers. Mr. Sifton, in
Tesp to suggestions from both sides
ol the House, pronused to see what could
be done 1mn the way of dmtributing im-
migrants  pow seeking  employment
among the duterent Provinces. ‘lhe ad-
visabuity of making Port Arthur and

Iort Walliam tree ports was suggested
during the debate upon the bills estab-
lishing a harbor comnission for those
ports. Sir Richard Cartwright, in con-
nectlon with the measure respecting the
payments ot bounties upon lead-bearing
ores smelted in Canada, intormed the
House that the measure of last session
had materwially increased the output of
the mines.

To Increase Bonding Powers.

A petition was received on opening
this afternmoon from the Huron &
Ontario Railway Company, praying for
legislation to increase their bonding
powers from $10,000 to $20,000 a mile.

Mr. Morrison introduced a bill res-
pecting the Similkameen & Keremos
Railway Company.

The House adopted a resolution by
Bir Wilfrid Laurier that after to-mor-
row to the end of the session, Gov-
erpment orders have precedence on
VWednesdays and  Thursdays after
questions put by mewmbers. The Pre-
mier explained that the business of pri-
vate members was much farther for-
ward than that of the Government.

Stranded Immigrants.

Mr. E. F. Clarke, before orders of
the day were called, drew attention to
despatches in the morning papers re.
porting the presence in the country of
a lot of Austrians, who were stranded
in Montreal and other cities and towns
without work. ‘“The steamship com-
panies should be held accountable for
the introduction of undesirable immi-
grants.

Mr. Rosamond said a dozen of these
people had been dumped off at Al
monte this week.

Mr. Monk thought the Government
should relieve Montreal of the load
which the pauper immigrants laid on
that city. Unserupulous steamship
agents went to southern Lurope and
directed pauper immigrants to Cana-

dian ports. We had  no inspection
against such  a class. The danger

Hon. Mr. Sifton said the Govern-
rnent had no control over what a pri-
vrate association might do in  Xng-
l1and.  He would ascertain by tcle-
giraph if the gentlemen named in the
clespateh had given nuthority for the
wuse of their names. ‘The Canadian
oflicers -in England bad done all they
could to warn people that' private or-
gjanizations were not to Lo relied upon.
JHe had sent a cable to Lord Strath-
cona only yesterday, saying that, in
s judgwent, no person should come
10 Canada who did not intend to en-
g3age in farming or as o farm laborer.
‘Ihe large numbers of Iltalians who
irecently came had started as a result
0f 5 vague rumor that many navvies
1werg wanted. lhe difticulty was to
Jkrow what to do with them, and he
Ihad mot yet come to any conclusion
in the matter. He agreed that it was
'wwery undesirable to have any persons
coming who were likely to become a
charge upon the country. The de-
partment would endeuvor to have the
I'aw enforced. 1t was a delicate and
ditlicult task to distinguish between
those who came with an ardent desire
£o work and those who would become
The law requiring
1she steamship companies to deport such
p>tople would have to be enforeed. Lhere
112d been practically mo Italian immi-
gration except the few who came out
jior the special purpose of navvy work.

I¥ostly Agriculturists.

Mr. R. L. Borden asked if there
<ould not be better inspection of im-
1migrants ecoming to Canada.

Mr. Sifton replied that he wus not
jprepared to say it might not become
11¢cessary to inspect immigrants coming
tto Canada_at_the port of embarea-
ttion. The immigration coming to Can-
da was vastly superior to that com-
ing to the United States. Ninety-
iive of every one hundred coming to
(Canada were of an agricultural class,
and engaged in that occupation here,
‘while the United States were receiv-
img vast numbers from southern Xu-

irope who were not of the agricultural
«class at all,

1Demand for Farm Labor.

WMr, Jabel Robinson said 50,000 men
:Lnll. women could be made use of on On-
tario farms now, of a proper class and
properly distributed.

Mr. A, W. Puttee pointed out that
tnany mechanies had been brought out
under false pretences.

AMr. Sifton declared that if Ontario
vwwould devise a central means of dis-
tributing the immigrants to the farmers
the need would be very quickly sup-
Plied.

Mr. Robt. Holmes said the farmers of
Ontario wanted help so badly they
would take in aliens or Chinamen if
they could get them.

_After some further discussion Mr.
$ifton again deelared, in reply to Mr.
(Clarke, that there was plenty of agri-
cultural labor to be had if it could only
e distributed.

IMedical Imspection.

Mr. Clarke asked what had bhecome
of the 4,062 immigrants, paupers, dis-
(?nsed, and so on, refused admittance
{from Canada to the United States last
‘year. .

Mr. Sifton pointed out that it did
ot follow those people had passed in-
espection in Canada and been caught at
{the United States borders. Some of
them were formerly residents of the
WUnited States who wanted to go-back.
Our medieal inspeetion was now as per-
fiect as it could be made.

Mr. R. L. Borden said if diseased per-
tsons were allowed to come from the
ilinited States it should be stopped at
omnee.  When visiting the northwest
some eighteen months ago he had been
ingreeably disappointed at the quality
iof the Galician settlers.

Mr. Armstrong (East Lambton) urged
the Minister of the Interior to send
into his riding a supply of suitable im-
migrants to fill the demand for agricul-
tural Jahorers.

The motion to adjourn was lost.

In reply to Mr. Borden, it was stated
hy Mr Rodolphe Lemicux, Solicitor-
Gieneral, that the cases in connection
with the representation of the Provinces
were ready and would be before the
Privy Council in July.

Bounties on Lead.

The resolution authorizing the pay-
ment of hounty upon all lead-bearing
ores mined in Canada and delivered at
a smelter in Canada on and after July
i 1st, 1903, was reported, and a bill

founded upon it given firat reading. Siv
Richard Cartwright = explained that it
had been intended that the bounty
should po into effect for the whole fiscal
year, but, owing to the late date of
prorogation, it only becamo cffective in
October last.  Already a considerable
sum had been paid out—some $80,000—
and the bounty had produced a consider-
able effect upon the output of low
grade ores.

Grain Inspection Bill

The bill respecting the inspection of
frain was, at the request of Sir Richard
Cartwright, sent to a special commif-
tee, composed of Messrs. Arch, Camp-
bell, Ross (Ontario), Sifton, Douglas.
Bickerdike, Talbot, Scott, Henderson,
Smith (Wentworth), Wilson and Juabel
Robinson.

Port Arthur Harbor.

The bill providing for the establish-
ment of a commission to control tho
harbor at Port Arthur was productive
of a protracted discussion, members of
the Opposition objecting to the Govern-
ment undertaking to appoint a com-
mission.  Mr. Prefontaine and Sir Wil-
frid Laurier pointed out that this bill
and a similar measure relating to the
harbor at Fort Willinm had been intro-
duced at the request of the citizens of
those thriving and rapidly growing
centres of commerce. The Premier
argued that the people of these towns
might safely be entrusted with the man-
agement of their harbor, with confidence
that they would so shape their policy
as to attract all the trade possible.

Proposal to Make Free Harbors,

Mr. R. L. Borden said it was a ques-
tion whether these ports of Fort Wil-
liam and Port Arthur should net be
made absolutely free by the Govern-
ment, as the whole of the east as well
as the west was interested in building
up and developing the Canadian route.
He suggested that the bill be not push-
ed a} present, but that the Government
take time to consider the question.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier roplied that the
question of assuming the burden of pro-
viding free harbors at these ports was
worthy of serious consideration. That
phase of the question had not been con-
sidered by the Government, the bill hav-
ing been introduced at the regquest of
the local authorities, and it involved
an important and wide-reaching ques-
tion of policy. All were agreed, how-
ever, that these harbors must be de-
veloped, and he thought the Gpvern-
ment could not- do better at present
than develop them on the lines sug-
gested by the residents and on a simi-
lIar plan to that upon which all other
Canadian ports had been developed.

Hon. Mr. Prefontaine was quite will-
ing to allow the third reading to stand
over until the whole question had been
more fully considered by the Govern-
ment.,

Mr. Arch. Campbell mentioned that
the measure was introduced last year
and allowed to stand over until this
session.  Until the pgeneral poliey of
making all our great harbors free was
dceided upon there was no harm in im-
posing a small fee upon vessels enter-
ing these harbors, similar to those
paid in other ports. Already the Gov-
ernment had made the canals free in
an endeavor to secure traftfic for Cana-
dian routes. He suggested that in
order to remove barriers in the way of
exporting  Canadian  products from
Canadian ports it might be better ac-
complished by making ports east of the
Welland Canal free.

Are Tolls Too High?

Mr. Osler ficured out that, according
to the scale of fees proposed, the tolls
on a 2000-ton vessel woull be $1.130 if
she called at both Port Arthur and Fort
William, as she probably would. He
caleulated that the Huronic would pay
€620 each =scason for calling at one port.
This he regarded as prohibitory.

The committee reported progress.

At 10 p.m. the House went into Com-
mittee of Supply.

Estimates Passed.

The first item passed was an interim
vote of $10,000 for Ottawa postoffice.

Hon. C. 8. Hyman, acting Minister
of I'ublie Works, explained that the re-
conistriction of that building would in-
volve a total expenditure of $160,000,
and that the building would be built
by d:a - labor instead of contract.

Tle committee then took up the in-
lanl revenue estimates. Hon. DMr.
Hyman announced, in reply to observa-
tivns of several Opposition members,
that he was considering the advisabil-
ity of analyzing cement = to provide
agpinst adulteration.

Mr. Ingram welcomed this as an im-

portant protection for the many citiea‘

and towns now loying cement side-
walks, i

A protracted debate cnsued upon. the !
purchnso by the depnrtment of wnod}
aleohol from the btandard Chemical |
Company of Longford Mills., The ar-
guments advanced last year were re-
iterated by Dr. Sproule, Mr. Taylor,
Mr. Bennett and others, that there
shoula be competition,

Mr. Pope, speaking from practienl
knowledgoe, expressed the opinion that
the price paid was reasonable,

Hon Mr. Brodeur informed the com-
mittce that the compzny in question
controlled ' the production in Canada,
and that the Rathbuns and others, who
were requested to do 8o last year, de-
clined' to tender.

Mr. George D. Grant, in whose con-
stituency the factory is located, pro-
tested that the proposal to invite com-
petition from the United States was
not censistent, coming from gentlemen
who professed to believe in protection
to Canadian industries.

The item wus ultimately paseed, to-
goether with otber items for excise
amounting to $556,000.
