PROTESTS REGARDING IMMIGRA-
TION RESTRICTIONS.

The Government Holds. the View That
the Rule Requiring Lhc Immigrant
to Have a Little Ready Money is
E-sentlal to His Welfare.

Otlawa. May 31.—-Several protests
‘passed by charitable organizatlonsand
other socloties ln(ercsted in sending
tmmigrants to Canada. agalnst what
is termed the undue’ aseverlty of the
Canadian-restrictions to-keep out un-
desirables,have heen forwarded by the
Colonial Office for the information of
the _Government hére. .There. is no
present. -intentlon, . however, .of _mak-
ing any change. in, the lmmlgrntlon
regulations, ‘which- were adopted last
year. aftert.very careful consideration
and which, received. the: endorsement
of Parliamént last session.” The pars
ticulef "cotplaint s against the red
-Quirement;that-every Immigrant other
than. thoszs, destiped- for agricultural
employment must have at least $25
in  cash, together with a tlcket
through to his destination. It Is held
by the Government, however, that
this requirement fs in the best inter-
ests of the immigrants themselves, in
‘that it~ prevents .tHem landing' in a
pennlless condition in a new country,
and glves them an opportunity to
seek out the best - place . for finding
employment, Instead of scttling down
at once in one of the congested cen-
tres and becoming a burden-on .the
munficlpallty.

No protest has heen recelved from
the Imperial Government againat the
regulations, . though some .time awo,
under the .misapprehension that the
existing régulations had been pass
without proper notice to' stcamship
companies and others..interested In
Great Hfitain, a communication was
sent from the Colonlal Office asking
for information on the' subject. It
was stated In reply that the New re-
gulations wera puaed last year, and
that ample notice’ was given. hofore
the additional restrlcuons were put
in-force. . -: - .-
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
