‘RELIEVES LABOR STRESS

FOREIGNERS LEAVE 1;‘(/)]‘(. HOME,

“During the past fow months there
has been a_great cxodus of peoplo
from Canada to FEurope. Tho greater
part were Itanlians and other foreign-
ers, but quite a large number of Brit-
Ishers have gone away nalso from
Montreal,” sald Mr, Clarence J. Mec-
Cuaig, stock broker of Montreal, who
is on a visit to Toronto,

Mr. McCuaig attributes the tem-
porary emligration from thfs country
to Europo to the scarcity of work pre-
vailing at present and also, as far as
the foreign element s concerned, to
the cheap rates of transportation
from Canada to European ports. Ho
belleves that the people who went
wway will return with the hetter state],
of labor which he predicts, and holds
the opinion that the labor market has
been greatly cased by the outflow,

Mr., McCuaig predicts a decided
change for the better after January
or February, when he confldently ex-
pects an era of prosperity to ensue
after the present depression,

He' stated that the turn in lndus-
trlal conditions was not far distant, as
the industries most affected at the
present time would be benefited by
large orders at an early date for new
raflway equipment for the Canadian)
Northern, Grand Trunk and Grnndl
Trunk Paclfic Railways. The comple-
tion of the transcontinental railway
llnes, he said, would consume large
quantities of all kinds of steel and
iron.

While no doubt building operations
of 1 certain character would he re-
stricted In 1914, Mr. McCualg con-
tinued, the extenslve Government
works already contracted for meant
a guarantee of a large demand for
labor and buijlding materials,
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
