EUROPE AGAIN QUAKES
OVER POWDER-BARREL

Quarrel of Austria and Servia Threatens War of Far-
reaching Effect—Russia Intervenes for Servia—

Few Hours Will Tell.

London, July 25.—Informaution has
reached The Globe’s correspondent
from an authoritative source to the
effect that there are pending develop-
ments in the Austro-Servian crisis

1t was announced yesterday in Ber-
fin by semi-officlal comuniunications,
newspupers and news agencics, that
Germany would tuke no part in the
Austro-Servian quarre]l unless some
other power interfered to prevent
Austria from obtaining satisfaction
for the murder of Francis Ferdinand
and his wife. If any other power in-
terfered, it was added., Germany
would do her duty by her Austrian
ally. This was a warning to Russia,
delivered in the way frequently favor-
ed by the German Foreign Oftice.
Without hesitation Russia took up the
challenge. From St. Petersburg came
the notice that Russia had decided
to intervene in the Austro-Servian
crisis to the extent that the Cuzar's
Government would ask Austriae to
prolong the perfjod allowed for Ser-
via's reply to the Austrian uitimatum,
in ‘order to give time for Europcan
diplomacy to exercise action.

Localize the War,

The efforts of European diplomacy,
should the powers fall to avert the
threatened war, will be devoted to ln-
calizing it. Montenegro has indicat-
ed her readiness to support Servin in
the event of an Austrian attack. This
certainly would plunge the whole of
the Bulkans into hositilitles. Austria
counts on the neutrality of her allies,
Germany and Italy, but with the pos-
sibility of Russfan intervention on be-
half of Servia, Austria would run
great risks of risings among her own
great Slav population.

A fact much commented upon by
the Europcan newspapers is that Aus-
tria has chosen a moment for the is-
suing of her ultimatum when Pres-
tdent Poincare is absent from France,
and two of the Balkan Premiers are
abroad,

The Servian Government is with-
holding publication of the text of the
ultimatum to Belgrade. ‘The Austrian
Minister in Belgrade has been in-
structed to leave there Iimmediately
with his staff if by faturday evening
Servia fails to yileld to Austria’s de-
munds,

Belgrude an Easy Mark.

Belgrade, against the forts and
Austrian gunboats on the Danube,
could not hold out twenty-four hours
againat a hostile force, and it is ru-
mored in diplomatic eircles here that
the Servian Government is preparing
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to retire fromn Belgrade into the in-
terior, probably to Nisch or Uskub.
According to Berlin reports, ' Ger-
many willi not permit interference by
any third party in the event of Aus-
tro-Servian hostilities. It is reported
that President Poincare of TFrance
will- abandon his proposed Scandin-
avian four on account of the trouble.

Montenegro With Servia.

'Trieste, Austria, July 24.—The
Prestdent of the CCouncil of Ministers
of Montenegro, in a despatch to a
local newspaper, says that hig coun-‘
try will support Servia in the contro-
versy with Austria-Hungary.

Ultimatum a Sensation.

Belgrade, July 24.—The contents of
the Austro-Hungarianr ultimatum to
~  Servia became known here to-night
tn an Austrlan newspaper report and
caused a grcat sensation. The Cab-
inet Ministers met to-day and will con-
vene again to-morrow morning. 1t is
expected that they will decide to make
an evasive reply to Austria.

Minister Ready to Leave.

Vienna, July 24.—Baron Van Giesl
de Gieslingen, the Austro-Hungarian
Minister at Belgrade, has been in-
structed to leave Servia with the en-
tire Legation staff if by 6 o’clock Sat-
urday evening the Servian Govern-
ment. has not notified him that it
agrees without delay to comply with
the demands of Austria’s note.
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
