Judging by the pres-
ont plans of the Militla Department,
however, it would appear that in the
svent of Great Britain participating in
the confiict it is proposed to mobilize
the Canadian militia by regimecnts.

May Scnd Regiments Abroad.

Sectlion 89 of the militia act pro-
vides that *the Governor in Councll
may place the militia or any part

thereof on active service anywhere Inf.

Canada, and also beyond Canada, for
the defence theroof, at any time when
it appears advisable so to do by rea-
son of emergency.' .

It i3 apparent from the above sec-
tion that the militia i{s intended for
thoe defence of Canada, but that there
are occasions when it may be deemed
necessary to defend Canada from
without. It would seem also to be
in the discrotion of the Governor in
Council to judge “when it appears ad-
visable. 8o to do by reason of emer-
gency,” and, In the present case,
whether or not Canada can best ba
“defended’ by the mobilization of her
militla forces with the Imperial
troops at the scene of war.

How to Defend Canada.

During the Boer war the question
of the defence of Canada did not en-
ter fn. and the contingents sent were

:Formal Offer To-day.

It.is expected that . after to-mor-
‘row's meeting of the Cabinet, a for-
‘mal ofter of aild from Canada wlill be
cabled to the Imperial Government.
The Militia Department has already
notiied the War ‘Office that prompt
assistance from Canada can be

a freewill offering to aid Britain in her
'wa. In the present case, however, it
i8 obvious that if Great Britaln were
involved in European war the ques-

 tion of the defence of Canada might.

be a very vital consideration.

It simply remains with the Gover-
nor in Council to interprot that sec-
tton of the act and to dectde whethér
it appears advisable to mobilize the
Canadlan militia “by rcason of emer-
gency." '

Premicr Hurrying Back.

Sir Robert Borden has been hur-
riedly recalled from his holiday and
will reach here to-morrow morning.
A Cabinet Council wlll be held at
which the question of Canada's stand
will be considered. Section 71 of the
militia act provides that ‘whenever
the Governhor in Council places the
militia or any part,‘liereof on active
service, if Parliar’mt is then separ-
ated by such adjournment or bpro-
rogation as will not expire within ten
days, a proclamation shall be issued
for the meeting of Parllament within
fifteen days, and Parllament shall ac-
cordingly uneet and sit upon thé day
appointed.”

May Call Parliament.

From the above it will be scen that
should the Governor in Council con-
sider the emergency of such a nature
as to warrant the calling out of the
militia for the defence of Canada be-
yond her shore Parliament will have
to be called within fiftcen days of
that decision, and the appropriation
necessary for the equipping and send-
ing of its forces passed.

1t is therefore more than probable
that the Canadian Parliament will
have a mid-summer session.

Keeping in Close Touch.

The Militia Department is keeping
on ‘“a night shift" to-night. 8taff
officers are instructed to keep in im-
mediate touch with their offices so
that the minute word comes demand-
ing any action towards mobilizing the
Canadizin forces all the machinery can
be put into operation at once.
