Hamllton, Aug. 16.—"1 will remand
you until I have the time to write to
Ottawa and learn what the Govern-
ment would: like 1o o with you. It
is the most serlous of charges,” said
Magistrate Jelfs on Saturday to Do-
menti Oliskulk, 448 Ouawa street,
charged with ‘“assisting a public ene-
my at war with hls Majesty.”

Oliskuik was arrested Iriday. it be-
ing .suspected that hc was_guilty of
espionage. HMe is an Austrian, and
holds a_commission in the 3ird Bat-
tery of Austrian artitlery.

1t is alleged that papers were found
on him which indicated that he was
raising troops here, A telegram was
found that was sent by the Austrian
Consul at Montreal, which read as
follows; “Hold your men in readi-
ness, bu{ make no move until I notify
you 'further. You will receive indi-
vidual cards telling each man to re-
turn.” .

The prisoner denied that he had
organized n contingent .of eight hun-
dred men here. After court the pri-
soner placed his hands to his breast
and sald "K} me,” when informed
that the sentence might be desth.. Yie
has a wife and five child&en, who are
said to be without mesans of support.
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
