pionage, or engaged or attempting to
éngage in acts of a hostile nature, or
are giving or attempting to give in-
formation to the enemy, or unless they
Otherwise contravene any law, order-
in-council, or proclamation. Thus all
such persons so long as they respect
the law uare entitled to its protection

and have nothing to fear."

This is not an order in form, but it
is an order in fact. 1t will be lived up
1o by government and people. We do
- not desire to belittle any man's coun-
try by contrast, but where under the
sun is there greater liberty or safety
than right under the British Flag? It |
is for honor and liberty of the world.
