New York, Sept. 18.—The Dutch
steamer Commewliine, from Carta-
gcna and other ports in South and
Central America, was stopped and
searched off Ambrose Channel light-
ship this forenoon by the British
;crulsor Luncaster. fwenty-seven
men the British officers devided were
German reservists, and were taken

off the ship and transferred to the
c¢ruiser.

Those arrested were discharged em-
ployees of the Hamburg-American
Line steamers Albingia, Mecklénburg
and Virginle, which are interned af
Cartageni.
