Hans Helm, alias Hans Helle, who is

ups” of international prominence, was
the assertion this afternoon of Polico
C*hiet Resnolds, in charge of the in-
vestigation.

Investigation of the alleged ring
diacloged that New Orieans was the
centre of the gang's activitiea, I'rom
New Orleans, it {s the claim of the
police, bombs were to be sent to ports
from which ships of allies were sall-
Ing. The plan for the mechanism of
the bombs was so devised, according
to the police, thut they would explode
only after the vasseis picked for de-
struction had bLeen several days at
sea.

‘*Men of international prominence
arc involved,” said Reynolds this af-
ternoon, “When we are in a position
to give out our Information we will
gtartle the country.”
