He adds that “the starter
and the “judge wiil suftice,” implying that
other. spectators of the races twill not be
required. The'idea of a race mesting con-
fined to the horses (and' presumably their
Jockeys), the sterter and the judge is novel.
As the Count makes no mention of trainers,
stable <lads, - stewards or other racing offi-
clala. -ons would- fancy from' his letter that
the jockeys would have to saddle their own
mounts . and . apparently welgh themselves
out and In, in additlon to taking the: horses
to and' from the meetings. .As Eome of
the Jockeys are mo doubt serving with -the
colors, in: similar. fashion to their Austro-
Hungarfan contreres, I am afrald that the
racing ‘as advocated by the Count would be
tather bewlidering.—"Vigilant,” in London
Sportsinan ‘cf Fébriury 8.
