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TEN DETENTION CAMPS
HOLD OVER 2,000 PRISONERS

INTERNED CITIZENS OF ENEMY
NATIONS HAVE DONE WORK
VALUED AT $15,000.

(Speclal Despatch to The Globe.)

Ottawa, April 1.—A return tabled in
the Commons to-day In regard to Can-
ada’s prisoners of war, shows that up
to February 28 there had been 35,-
6320 citizens of enemy countries
parocled in Canada, while the total
number of prisoners of war was 2,-
294, interned in ten detention camps.
The cost of tho camps has totalled
3112,5690, while rellef granted to the
families of interned prkoners has
been $120,396. The value of the work
thus far dono by the war prisoners is
placed at $15,000. It consists of
clearing and dralning land, making
roads, cutting wood and preparing
land for crops In the Northern On-
tario and Northern Quecbec camps.

The total number of Austro-Hun-
garians paroled is 27,840, Germans 7,-
410 and Turks 370. The total num-
ber of prisoners at the Halifax do-
tenuon camp s 156; Klingston, 196;
Petawawa, 664; Spirit Lake, Que.,
262; Kapustensing, Ont,, 400; Leth-
bridge, 95; Brandon, 220; Vernon, 63;
