Which says: That all Itallan re-
servists, milltary and naval, -ver 20
years of age, arc to hold theniselves
in readiness to answer Italy’'s call in-
stantly; that all who have wives and
tamilles will be cared for by the
Patriotic Fund; and that all hotding
commissions in the Itallan army oOr
navy return at once, and thed will
be reimbursed at home for the ex-
penses of their return.

Therefore, -to-day, roughly 2,000
Italians are packing thelr.. trunks.
Signor Primo Nardello, the :Vice-
Consul, is continually besleged bY
roservists. ‘To all he recommends a
careful perusal of the notice. . .
