Lumbo is in
the Weatern Hospltal with a knife
thrust dangerously cloge to his heart,
while his companion's wounds are
‘also at the left side of the body and
close to his lungs.

Cowardly Turks Flec.

In splte of their advantage in nhm-
bers the foreigners fled at the sight of
@ constable, whose first duty was at-
tentlon to the unconscious men. Later
in the evening Police Inspector Mul-
hall of Kcele street station, his offi-
cers and Detective Park arrested the
ten men.

Claim to be Grecks.

“While the men arrested claim to be
Greeks, thc police say that they are
Turks, Owing to their abillty to
speak only the most broken English
the police are unable to learn tho
cause of the dispute, but say that
they understand that bad feeling has
existed between the alleged ‘Turks
and other members of the different
races {n the colony. ‘They assert that
members of the party wielded the
knlves that inflicted wounds which
may be attended by fatal results.
Dr. C. H. Gardiner, Dr. T. H. Nor-
.man and Dr. Gow attended the
wounded men at the house and ac-
companied them to the hosnital.
