ON THE POORER FARMS

A Rumor That Arms Have Been

Stored in Some Cases Has no

Confirmation—Gossip of the
Settlements.

~ Pembroke, Dec, 4.—"1 can tell you
‘one thing,' sald a Canadian farmer
out in Alice township to The Journal.
“A Conservative won't stand a ghost
of a chance In this part of the riding
at the next election, the majority of
the Germans are so sore on the gov-
ernment for having sent Canadian
troops to the front. I'm a Conserva-
L tihve my«=elf,” he continued, *“and 1
have been from end to end of the
township quite recently, so 1 know
what I'm talking about, The Ger-
mans are quiet, so far as any demon-
stration goes, but deep down this an-
tagonigtic feeling exists, and there are
times when they don't hesitate to ex-
press iv” .

The majority of the farmers in Alice
are Uermans, as the quaint gabled
houses on the mgorer farms testify.
The Journal's informant paid a strong
tribute to thelr Industry, They take
farms, sald he, that no other settler
will touch—and they make them pay.
e pointed out one sgiall farm In
particular, where the fences are high
walls of plled boulders, gathered In
from the flelds by the German fam-
ily, so that they could till their land.
The family did all the work, he con-
tinued, worked and saved until they
wera able to buy one of the betler
farms when it fell In the marketl, and
Aheirs s not an Isolated example’ of
The Industry of the German settlers.

- Rumor Arms Were Stored.

Conversation with an old couniry
farmer in another portion of the
township brought to light the fact
that the British and French residenls
do believe that actual attempts hn.\ra]
been made by certain of the Germans
to accumulate stocks of arms and
ammunition. ‘The case of a storekeep
er In a neighboring township was
cited. The story was circulated that
a Frenchman had accidentully discov-
ered nineteen rittes in a case of hard-
ware in the store. The story circu-
lated throughout the township, and
The Journal's informant heard it
from a dozen sources, including the
man from whom it emanated. . He
questioned the German about it, and
reccived a vigorous denial, The Teu-
ton said that if he could find the man
who originated the yarn he ‘would
sue him. He was supplied with the
name: but, despite his threats of sult,
not a word has been heard of the
matter, though some weeks have
clapsed. *“So you see,” remarked the
farmer, *“it looks as If there was
somethisg in the charge ufter all”™

wawa Camp some time ago, and was
allowed to seo it. While in he Inptj
quiet, but as soonm as he reached the
ment of the prisoners within.
