. Farmers vho secure allens for
‘farm work will have to deposit $2
‘with the authorities to cover trans-
portation, and will also have to guar-
antes the men seven months' work at
the current rate of wages., besides
supplying them with board and lodg-
ing, and reportinig to the camp com-
mandant once a month, In case any
of the men desert the authorities
must be notified immediately.

If necessary 2,000 interned aliens
will a'so be brought west from the
camp near Cochrane. The cost of
transportation In this case may be
borne by the federal government,
