ALIENS AND SOLDIERS FIGHT
AT THE KAPUSKASING CAMP
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One Foreigner Killed and
Thirteen Others Report-
ed Injured

MET BY BAYONETS'
WHEN RUSHING CAMP

Troublesome Austrians Re-
moved From Petewawa.
Caused the Fracas

Cochrane, May 15.—Twelve Thun-
dred internad alien enemies and three
hundred Canadian soldiers who had
them under guard were particlpants
in a turbulent outbreak at Kapuskas-
ing Camp, seventy miles from here
on the National ‘Transcontinental
Rallway, and the result of the out-
hreak reported hero to-night is that
onelalien iz dead, nine badly wound- .
ed, and four others injured. ‘While
there are 1,200 interned alien|enemiecs
at Kapuskasing Camp, the great ma-
jority of them did nothing beyond
ecrenting a disturbance and urging the
others to fight. The full milltary
guurd of three hundred soldiers was
necessary, however, to put down the
disturbance, which lasted for some
hours, but {s now under control.

T'roubles at Pelowawsa,

The outhreak 1s the culmination of
i serles of troubles among a band of
Austrians  Interned at* Petewawa.
When the situation early last week
assumed threatening proportions, and
promised to become too serious fov
the Petewawa guards to cope with,
‘six carlonds of about three hundred
Austrians were removed to Kapuskas-
ing Camp uas 4 precautionary moeasure.
On the journey they were in charge
of a strong military guard.

Lieut.-Colonel Royce, who s in-
charge of the camp, has muade a spe-
clal report to the Militta Depuartment .
at Ottawua. and Brigadler-General Lo-
gle was ordered to make a full inves-
tigation both as to the clrcumstunces
leading up to last week's outbreak
and the possibllity of further trouble,
and also if there was a sutficient force
maintained at the camp to meet all
eventualities. He was still at the
camp this afternoon. There are a
number of Toronto officers ut the
camp, including Captain Raymond
‘Walker.

What Gen. Hughes Says,

A special despateh to The Globe
from Ottawa laust night stated that no
details had been received thero of the
outbreak, but un ofticial report was
expected on  ‘T'uexday. General
Hughes Informed The Globe that as
fay as he knew some Austrians had
attempted to break out and hud been
ghot by the soldiers on guard, None
ot the soldicrs, he thought, had been
hurt. ’

Another report stated that  fonr
Austrians had been shot and that fif.
1¢en were in the hospital at the camp,
Phe report sakd that the prisencrs,
who refused to go to wurk, becamno
very menacing and the soldicrs had to
take extreme measures.
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
