INTERNED ALIENS
BEING RELEASED

Amproved Labor Conditions
Remove: Menace Threaten-
ed by Their Idleness

ONLY FEW LEFT IN CAMPS

Released Men Are Eagerly Re.
ceived by Pulp Mill Owners
and Others Short of
Workers

Ottawa, July 14 Canada’'s Intleti-
ed aliang are now being released. Al-
ready large numberg of them have
Been allowed to return to ordinary
Iife, and more of them are being re-
leased all the time

Between 1,300 and 2,000 Germans
and Austrians have been allowed to
leave Spirit LLake, Quehee, and Kapus-
kasing, Ontario, the two large camps

along the NT.R. line. There are now
less tHan a hundred alleng at each of
these camps

The reason for the release of the
men is the great improvement in em-
ployment conditions in Canada. In
the early days of the war, when work
was scarce, largé numbers of these
nliens roamed the streetsg with no-
thing to do, and thus promised to
congtitute a4 mMenace. It was this
class which was chieflyv sent to the
internment camps, the more danger-
oits aliens being confined at Fort
Henry and other such places Now
that work is plentiful and labor scarce
those at the camps are being let go
and are being eagerly received by pulp



mill owners and others who have
been experiencing a labor shortage.

Complaints as to the treatment of
allens in Kapuskasing, Spirit Lake and
other such camps have been received
by the Canadian Government. The
Government was able to assure the
United States consul. through whom
the representations were made, that
they were unfounded. Since the out-
hreak at Kapuskasing some time ago,
those interned there have not done
work of any kind. There was a dis-
turbance at Spirit Lake about the
same time, news of which did not be-
come desseminated, but It was sum-
marily quelled before it reached any
proportions,

A# a result of the work done by the
allens at both camps in clearing the
ground, villages in smbryo have grown
up, and it is probable that those still
at Spirit Lake and Kapuskasing will
remain after their release and make
thelr homes there.
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
