' the terms of enlistment and appeal
to the local colored men to defend the

liberties they have always enjoyed
under the British flag. Only colored
men will be accepted in the battalion,
and it is preferred that these Lave
some experience at construction work
1«:Jl? some kind or other.

The battalion headquarters are at
present at Truro, N.8., to which place
they were transferred from Pletou,
Capt. Morrison states that the major-
ity of colored men in Canada are
|either in Nova SBcotla or in the west-
‘ern provinces, Aside from the colony
in Montreal there are no others in
this province, and many of the Mont-
‘real colored men are but translents.
 The battalion is simultancousiy be-
ginning its campaign in Toronto, and
there is expected to be keen rivalry
between the colored colonies 1In Can-
ada’'s two leading cities.
