Scenes that outrivalled any-
thing that has taken plsce in Toronto
in vears were enacted on the main
otreets, Soldiers to the number of
Zive hundred or more marched along
Yonge street, calling to all men in
Xhakt to join them in thelr crusade
to wipe out the/enemy in tlteir midst.
Bussinn and Swiss Found.

Frank Stein, a Russian, Eaton ave-
nue, and Frank Fisch, a Swiss, 30
Wilton avenue, were seized in Child's
by soldiers and hustled to the detec-
tive offlre. Detective Sergeant Alex-
ander Mackioe was-on duty. He ques-
tioned the soldiers, then their alleged
Austriang, and concluded by warning
the soldiers that a picket 'was on its
way down the street. He took their
names, however, before they depart-
ed, since one of their priseners ex-
hibited several ugly welts across the
face. Further he told the astounded
soldiers that they were guilty of
disorderly conduct .

Gen. Logie on the Scene,

In
an effort to qucll the disturbance a
picket of Hfry men of the 230th Bat~
talion were brought from Ixhibitlon
Camp, and surrounded Child's res-
taurant. Col. J. C. dason, D.8.O,,
Commandirg Oticer of the 19th
Grenadiers, was soon on the ecene,
Svhen seen by The Globe he was in-
clined to treat the matter lightly.

Plates
were hurled about and chairs smash-
ed in the scuifle.

From Child’s tho enraged leaders
of the gang called to their comrades
to fa)l in, and they proceeded to
Young's restaurant at Yonge and
Q_ueen sireets, yelling and shouting
with all the rancor and vengeful pur-
nose of troops ready to attack the
German front lines, lintering the
:Yonge street doar they marched
through the bLuilding. Provost-Mar-
shal Alex. Sinclair of the 48th High-
lunders ordered the crowd to dis-
perse, but little heed was paid to his
command. They left by way of
Qucen street.  Still endecavoring to
Lreak up the crowd, Provost-Marshal
:Sinclair’s efforts were in vain. He
