James S8impson, Vice-Iresident of-
the Labor Congress, arrived from To-
ronto to-day and stated that a meet-
ing of 1,203 persons in the Queen
City Iast night unanimously adopted
a resolution against conscription. He
sald the miners of the north country,
Cobalt, Porcupine, Kirkland Lake,
ad Gowganda, have passed resolu-
tions against the measure and for-
warded copies to Lahor headquarters.
Anti-conscription leagues are spring-
ing uyp all over the country, and meet-
ings of protest are being orgmnized.

R, A, Rigg, M. P. P, of Winnipeg,
one of the Vice-Presidents of the Con-
gresy, hus wired thut meetings of pro-
test are heing organized in Winnlpeg,
Calls on Gavernment to Reslgn.
