Four -Btrongly Worded Resolutions

Immediate Suppression of ‘‘Sedi-
tion” Carried, .

Four strongly-worded resolutions
favoring selective draft conscription
and the immsadiate suppreassion of
“medition” were carried at two mass
mestihgs held in Queen’s Fark on
Saturday, at which it was estimatéd
there’ wera nearly ten thousand per-
sona.. ' The meetings had heen ar-
ranged by the city. Mayor Church
preaided. The chief gathering was
at the.itorth end of the park. At
each \the ‘Union Jack and Canadian

‘were flown. Many women
were present, plainly wives of men
at the front, and in reserved soats
round the main platform were - over
five hundred returned@ men. On the
platform was the Crimean veteran,
Bergt.

Gun to Make Men Go.

At this meeting Hon. T. W, Mec-
Garry remarked, amid applause, that
conacription was the only fair way
of getting the necessary men, and “if
it was necessary o gun should be put
to the man who would not go.” The
Mayor remarked that the four Cana-
dian divisions, with the present de-
Pletions, would be reduced to one in
& year, Sergt. Warwick, a returned
man of the 20th Battalion, raised the
loudest cheer of the afternoon when,
in blunt phrass, he said: ‘Let us
bave conscription of the foreigner,
too, not .let him on here taking
the fat jobs, and, necessary, the
returned men can fight the IFrench-

Canadians.” - Sergt.-Major Whitton,
Chairman of the Great War Veterans'
Assooiation, remarked, pertinently:

“I£ Canada is good enough to make
a llving in for foreigners and others,
it is good enough to fight for.”

While the resolutions wers carried
withqut a° dissentient, the only dem-
onstrative remarks came from some
of the soldiers’ wives-—remarks show-
ing. iow keenly they felt te burden
of. voluntaryism

Resolutions Passed.

The resolutions were as follows:
‘' “Resolved, that this large mass
meeting of the .citizens of To-
ronto places itself on record as
in favor of the I!mmediate en-
forcement of a policy of con-
scription by a ‘selective draft’ by
the Canadian Government,
. it should apply
to all" parts of the
and that there should
be a uniform enforcement of the .
Act, with nobody excluded. °
*Resolved, that in the opinion
of this meeting the Federal
Government should take im-
maeadfate down -
. im-
mediately take steps to supply’
rélnforcements, by conscription,
g0 that the divisions now at the
front will have sufficlent refh-

forcements.

“Resolved, that this meeting
call the attention .of the Federal
Government fo the faot that
cortaln ’ sections of the country
have not done their duty in this
war in enlistments, and that a
policy of conscription be adopt~
ed forthwith,

:“Resolved, that in the opinion
of ' mass meeting consorip-
tion i3 the duty of the hour, to
th4' exclusion of all other ques-
tlong, and we hereby urge on the

Speaks for Ontario?

(A wo-
man's voice; No.) We want more
men because we are going to stay in
the fight until victory is won. -(Ap-
plause.) To whom, should they look
for advice but to the man who for
two months had been sitting in the
War Counctl devising - ways and
means of winning the war. *“We want
men, .Conscription is the only fair
way to get them, and, if necessary, the
gun should be put to the map who
won't go,” (Loud applause.) Can-
ada should be united; thers was no
reason why one part should be ex-
cluded. “Speaking as a private In-
dividual and as & member of the Gov-
ernment, I say this Province {3 united
In its determination to have con-
scription and to have it applied to
every part of the Dominion, and to.
see that no man enters the Cabinet or
the Glovernment of this Dominion who
does not favor oonscription.” (Ap-
plause.)

Provinclal Secretary Would Use Force

. Hon. W. D. McPherson, Provincial
Secretary, said everything should be
subordinated to winning the war. If
men were not forthcoming by one
method they could only adopt the
reasonable process of law to compel
them. Seloctive draft was the right
way. Hundreds of young men had
crossed the border into the United
States, (A voite~—Bring them back.)
But the frontier had now been closed
on both ‘sides. He added that the
best informgtion the Government
could get showed the war would last
for at least another year, and the men
wore wantaed. Conscoription  would
moan the mobilization of all {ndus-
tries and leave men where they were
roquired. Ho closed by saying all
party matters should be abandoned.

No Polidceal Issuo.

Dr. Charles Sheard spoke forcibly
of the need of reinforcing the Can-
adian divisions. “You cannot make
this a political issue now; it goes too
deep for that. The only question was
whether some men should be allowed
to hold back by subterfuge. If it was
said wealth as well as man power
should be conscripted well and good.
Those who thought would give the
last dollar rather than see the Ger-
mans tale possassion of all.

James Banahan, Vice-Chair-
man of the Greit War Veterans, made
the most reasoned speech of the af-
ternoon, in which he stated that while
conscription of wealth was a good
thing enough, it would be poor satis-
faction, if the Germans meanwhile
came through and they found that the ;
conscripted wealth was only the morg
easily taken over,
