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THOSE WHO MAY VOTE
~IN COMING ELECTIONS

In Ontario thome entitled to have

their namesa on the voters’ liats and
to vote in the Dominion genoral elec-
tions, 1917, are as follows:

(1) All those (except in the oitles)
whose names are on the Ontarlo
voters® lists as revised in 1816, In
citles a special and entirely new llst
will be prepared.

(2) All womon (exoept Indian wo-
men) who are the wives, widows,
mothers, sisters and dnughters of the
Canadiain forces oversoas and naval
forces in Canada or Britain, whether
the members of such forces have
been at any time resident in Canada
or not,

(3) All electors or voters, male and
female, must be twenty-one years of
age, and British subjects by birth or
naturalization, and according to the
War-time Ilections Act, 1917, seotion
32, the clector Is to reside for  one
year in the I’rovince and have his
residence and domicile in the elec-
toral district for thirty days, both of
snid periods to bo fixed by reference
to E{he date of the writ of election,
191

(4) There are persons who are not
entitied to vote. These are of allen
enemy birth or other European birth
within 'enemy jurisdiction, and of
alien encémy mother tongue or native
languare who have heen naturalized
in Cananda slnce March 81, 1902. In
this class, however, persons who have
sond, grandsons or brothers in

certiticntes of service or application
to onlist, are entitled to vote.
(6) The sons of these men who have

the
overrens forces or who can produce!

been naturalized eince 1902 who were
‘not of age whon thelr fathers were
naturalized are not disqualificd.
Nelther are the sons born in Canada,
whether the fathets were naturalized
or not. All of the foregoing claskes
naturalized previous to 1902, with
their sons, are not disqualified, nor are
the female voters under Section 83A
of the war time elections att.

(8) The Russian Mennonites who
sottled in Manitoba under order 'in
Councll dated August 13, 1873, as
well as the Doukobors who settled In
Canada under order in Council dated
December 6, 1888, are ' disqualified,
unless they have sons, grandsons or
brothers in the overseas forces.
All other Mennonites resident in Man-
itoha and Mennonites resident else-
where in Canada are not dlsqualified
as a class,

(7) All who apply for exemption
from combatant naval or military
service on.conscientious grounds are
disquslffied, unless and until they are
refused exemption,

(8) Those who apply for exemption
for other reamons are not disqualified,
whether refused or not, and clergy-
men, although not required to per-
form mlilitary service, are entitled to
vote.

(9) Returned soldlers are cntitled
t2 vote whether they are on the voters’
1ist or of age::

(10) Armenlans and Syrians known
to be out of sympathy with Turkey
are not disqualified.
