The men were lined up in Wyan-
dotte street by the officers, and when
it was found none carried firearms,
all were marched to the Police Sta-
tion at the City Hall and locked up
for the niglm,

It Is estimated that there are cloae
to 200 alien enemies in Windsor,
principally Austrians, and the search
will be cuntinued until all have been
accounted for. A number will un-
doubtedly be interned until after the
war.

Heavy fines have been repeatedly
imposed on members of the foreign
colony at various times for breaches
of statuies, but this appearing to
