SHE ESCAPED AND HMAS MANAG«

She, with
many thousands of others, was
driven to the Interior by the Turks,
but fled to the mountains and thence
made her escape to Russia, finally
reaching Norway. She has just re-
turned to thiy city penniless, and an
effort iy being made to have the
bank drafts refunded to her, as it
is not thought that _they will be,
cashed for the Turks.
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
