Bergt, W, K. Turley pointed out the
difflculty of drafting legislation pro-
viding for the registrition and draft-
ing of allens in this country, The
Government <hould put them wt
worle  on muanitions,  colonization,
rallways and farms, and should say
to them: “You are at it at the same
rate of pay our Canadlans go out
and die for.,”  Mr. Turley sald allens
were being employed in Canada in
preference  to returned soldfers,
even though the latter were fit and
quialitied  to  do the work., “Phe
aliens have been laughing at us,”
he said, "and taking thoe jabs  of
Canadians who go to the front to
tight.”

said. The allens constitute 10 per
cent. of Canada’s population, he
stated, quoting figures from the

latest census returns, Every fourth
man in Vancouver was an alien, and
in Toronto 8 per cent. of the popu-
tatlon were allens. Forty-seven per
cent. of the people In possession of
the land in the Middlo West were
aliens. On_account of the large num-
ber of allens engaged in the produc-
tion of foodstuffs in the West, he be-
leved that any attemipt at the pre-
sent time towards the conscription
of alien labor in Canada would most
seriously imperil the victory that all
go ardently desired for the allies.
“The tinest policy, I believe, is to ap-
peal to tho voluntary impulses of
cvery man, and make everybody who

hag come {o this country regard it
a4 an obligation to help secure tha
victory which wo feel can be secured
if every man is prepared to do his
best to assist the allies.” Mr. Ballan-
tyne sald the employers of Canada
were to blame for employing aliens.
“You cannot blame the aliens,” he
declared. “If the employers were
more patriotic, and gave the re-
turned soldiers the first opportunity,
wa_would not be troubled with the
alien situation.”
