The delegation also expressed tho
warm desire and hope that the Mili-
tary Service Act might be applied 19
their men of military age and that
these  men,. although born within|
the Austro-Hungarian Empire, might
be permitted to, fight with other Can-
adians in the battle line. As one mem-
ber of the delegution expressed it
they claim the privilege “of fighting
for the country ‘of their adoption um”
they would feel humiliated if they-haa |
no part in the {final victory, \\'hlch1
muest come to the allied cause.
