“THE LAND OF PROMISE.”

Miss Nellson-Terry Reveals Emo-
tlonal Power in New Play.

W. Somerset Maughan's new play
of the Canadian West, as interpret-
ed by Miss Phyllis Terry and her
company, won a favorable verdict
last night at the Princess Theatre.
In the role of “Norah Marsh” Miss
Terry iy given much better oppor-
tunities of showing a more serious,
& more emotional oxpression, than
the had in “Maggle,” the drama in
vhich she was seen earller in the
season. The story as briefly. out-
ined is as follows: Tho death of
‘Misy Wingham,” a woman of
neans, leaves her paid companion,
‘Norah Marsh,” after ten years of
service, totally unprovided for.
Rather than accept a charitable gift

'rom the heir of the property,:
‘James Wingham,” *“Norah" leaves
Ingland and joins her married

Jrother, “Edward Marsh,” who has
1 farm in Manitoba. “Norah” hav-
.ng been educated in refinement can-
not agree with her brother's wife,
who had heen a waitress in an ho-
tel, and, in a fit of pique, marries
“Frank daylor,” formerly a hired
man In the district, and at that time
the owner of a furm. On the night
of the marriage she recpents of her
hasty act, but her hushand refuses
to release her and applles the coer-
clve methods of the primitive man
to compel her obedience to him. In
a moment of frenzy she turns upon
him and picks up a gun, which, how-
ever, {8 unloaded, and the curtain
falls upon a sceno full of tension,
with the woman cowed.

In the next act ‘“Norah"
is shown with a change
of heart. She has learned to love

her husband and to Hke the free life
ot tho prairie. Miss Terry In the
climax of the play, the scene where
her husband first brings her to his
home, roro to u telling height of in-
tensity of acting, thie_state of nerv-
ous, almost frenzied emotion into
vhich she has been worked up belng
powerfully suggested. In the lust
act she s seen {n a lighter mood, and
in her surrender to the Jove which
has been awikened in her, she show-
ed a vivacity which came aa a re-
freshing contrast to the dark moods
of the previous incldents. John
Mc¥arlane as “Frank Taylor” gave
!lL well-drawn portrayal of the man
ydetermined to make his wife act up
:lo her marriage agreement. He al-
|so feelingly indicated a clhange into
a softer and mora considerate spirit
at the denouement. Edgar Norton
a8 “Neginald Hornby” gave rellef
to the play in his very humorous
characterization of a supposed typ-
fcal Englishman, Miss Desirce Stem-
pel  ay “Gertrude Marah,” “[d-
(\\'ard's" wife, gave faithful expres-
tslon to the resentment which she
ifeeis at helng looked down upon as
linferior by *“Norah.' , The quarrel
{between the two women was rnan-
'aged in o wayv that conveyed the im-
pression of its belng true to femi-
nine natura. Tho roles of “James
Wiekham,” taken by Leo Stark;
“Fdward Marsh,” bLy David (lass-
ford, “Clement Wynne,” a lawyer,
by Arthur Lewis, and ‘“Dorothy
Wickham,” by Phyllls Relph, were
all convinelng efforts in individual-
{zatlon of dlsposition. The two
scenes representing the log houses
of “Taylor” and “Marsh” in Mani-
toba were representad with excel-
lent resemblance of the real de-
tafls,
