Thoss who do not wish to worl,
these are the ones to deport. It is
up to,those in authority to round
up the Bolsheviki and throw them
out of the country, and to keep all
who are willing to make Canada,
educate them and encourage them.
People of foreign birth not enemy
alfens have the opinion that they
are disliked in Can&;gia. 50 they are
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leaving and ‘taking away their
money elsewhere,

In regard to returning soldiers, Mr.
Danovaro sald that these men are
entitled to a better job than what
the foreigners have been used to do-
ing, and it is not policy to throw the
foreigners out of work and place re-
turned soldiers at the same class of
work, because they cannot stand ft,
and soon leave because the work is
too heavy. “There are/betteer jobs
for our heroes, and there should be
work for all,)’ he sald.
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
