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AUSTRALIA ADHERES
TO UNIVERSAL TRAINING

THIRTY THOUSAND OF HER SOL-
DIERS STILL: IN BRITAIN
AWAITING SHIPS

(Canadian Associated Cable.)

London, July 31.—Gen. Monash,
Commander of the Australifan Ex-
peditionary Corps, in the course of
an interview here, says that Aus-
tralia will adhere to her old system
of universal training. Future train-
ing, he says, must conform strictly
to that of the British home army,
and every unit of the British over-
seas forces must be interchangeable,

The Autralian authorities an-
nounce that any soldier without
leave after August 15 will forfeit
his return passage. About 30,000
Australians still await répatriation.
