tlon of the Ukralnian Republic by
tho nllied powers and interventlon
to prevent any further bloodshed
between Poles and Ukrainians., It
wps argued that the principle of
self-determination should not be
denled a nation of 45,000,000 people,
and It was held that the Canadian
Government had an interest in the
problem, in view of the 350,000
Ukrainians resldent in Cenada.
