WILL COST $215,000,000

Ask Government to Exclude
Aliens for Period of
15 Years

Montren), March 26.~—Aftor two
days of discussion which at times
became somewhat embittered,” the
Great War Veterans Assoclation of’
Canada at {ts fourth annual conven-
tlon here agreed to-night and adopt-|
ed a definite bonys plan which,
fixes o mimximum of $2,500 and o
minimum of ¥1,000, subject to no
deduction, and payablo to 100 per
eent. of the Canadian forces. This
cash restablishment bonus is based
upon an additional §1 per dlem, tot-
al period of their enlistment to
men who have seen service on &
helligerent front. It is also asked
that dependents of forelgn soldiers
or their beneficlaries should receive
equitabie compensation in the form
of a lump sum cash bonus to be
not less than the amount the soldier
would have recelved had he re-
turned at the date of the armistice.
Winally the Government is asked to
deal with the matter at the present
sessfon of Parliament, in View of
the many and serious differences
confronting the returned soldlers in
their endeavors to become re-estab-
lished.

The cost of the proposed bonus
would be approximately $216,000,-
000. Dom!nlon Secretary-Treasurer
MacNeill warned the delegates that
the present Canadian Government
had already definitely declared it-
self as being against an Indiscrim-
inete cash bonus and its opposition
must be overcome before the pas-
sage of a measure embodying the
bonus could be effected.

Having concelved a solution, he

Emboady Two Resolutions.

In speaking on the resolutiion
brought in by the Re-establishment
Committee, the adoption of which
he.had moved, Comrade Jeakins

T. Dayse, of Alberta, stated
that he was at Ottawa when theo so-,
called G.W.V.A. plan was laid bo-i
foro tho Parllamentary committeo,
and added that tho plan had only
been advanced as a tentative one.
and that was the reason why {t had
not been acted on by the Govern-
ment. '

Col. A. T. Hunter of Toronto sup-
ported the G.W.V.A, plan called for
in the amendment. He declared
that the Government had in its pos-
session all the figures showing the
{mmense profits made durlng the
war by the profiteers, ‘but *“would
not dare glve them out. The excuse
was it would upsst industry and pro-
duction.”

The goldiers of Canada had come
back to this country, deoclared Col.
Hunter to find that the Dominton
had passed through an era of luxury:
and extravagance never before seon.
He had been told that high salaries
were paid men whe remained in
Canada because men claimed they
could not live on less. He had re-
plied that if these men had llved
as the men in ¥France had lived they
would have been able to save.

Opposes Fancy Schenies.

He . though the Government
should get after the profiteer and
then pay the soldlers the gratulty
they asked for. Col. Hunter was
strongly opposed to any new
“fancy scheme,” prefermng the
scheme of basic re-establishment
originally drawn up by the Domin-
lon G.W.V.A. He thought the Do~

Capt. W. P, Grant, Ottawa, urged
the adoption of the G.W.V.A,
scheme also, but would add a clause
that the gratuity be given all men
“who desired It This suggestlion
evoked considerable mirth in soms
quarters of the convention, but the
amendment was placed on the table.

Bar Aliens Fifteen Years,

The Federal Government is asked
to debar aliens from entry into
Canada for fifteen years in a reso-
{ution passed at the morning sesslon,
The resolution occurs in the report
of the Immligration, Nuaturalization
and Deportation Committee, which
wag adopted after the time limit
recommended had been changed.
As _originally presented, enemy

allens were to be debarred for five
years. The amendment wag mov-

ed by C. E. Haight of Toronto, and
seconded by A. R, Wilkes of Toronto.

The resolution as carried follows:

IWhereas, in general, tho present
existing legislation in regard to Im-
nifgration enforces certaln restric-
tions in accordance with the econ-
omic conditions of the country, and,
in certain instances, such legisla-
tion Is not sufficiently stringont or
woll-deflned, the Great War Veter-
ans' Assoclation of Canada, in annual
convention assembled, hereby urge
the Federal authorities to Jntroduce
amending legislation embodying the
following principles:

{a) That outside of the portions of
the British Empire populated by the
white race, the only immigrants al-
lowed should be from the northern
and western countries of Ilurope
(oxclusive,for the present, at least,
of ex-allen enemy countrles), where
natural features and natural charac-
teristics are more similar to our
own, and, thereby, more apt to au-
similate and present a  higher
standard of character and health.

(b) That a stricter supervision be
exercleed over immigration litera-
ture sp as to eliminate deception
and disappointment.

(¢) That tlis medical examination
of immigrants be made more strin-
gent and 8evere In order to safe-
ﬁuurd the health of the commun-

(1) That Section 4 of the Immi-
gration Act, which gives the Min-
ister of Immigration the power to
permit immigrants to enter Cannda
without belng subject to the provi-
sions of the-act, be struck out, as
it encourages favoritisin and is a
great source of abuse and {s con-
trary to thesvery fundamental prin-
ciples of democracy.

(e) That in all policies of lmmi-
gration to be adopted encourage-
ment should he given to get the best
type of immigrants, such as the
practical farmer aund experlenced
mechanic, with particular preference
to our comrades In arms {n the Im-
perlal forces.

(f) That i{ihe Imimigration Act
should be amended F0 3 to debar
from entry into ('anada for fifteen
years any subjncts of those coun-
tries with which we werew ar war
during 1914-1919, and that 2 physl-
ral and mental cducational test be
{instituted at the close of this per-
iod.
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
