His finmunity  was
due to the fact that the company by
which he was employed han as direct-
org  and stockholders prominent
and influentinl men iif° the Province,
butMust Monday orders were recelved
here from the Dominion police :%
Ottawn that Mundheim was to e ar-
rested. ’

Mundheim had on his person his
German passport, showirg that he
held, ot had held, the rank of Captain
in the IKaiser's ariny. He also had
two (erman nowspapefs, printed iu
New York, of tho dates of Tuecsday
and Wednesday last. Instructlons
from Ottawa not only ordered
Mundhelm's arrest, but his summary

was detalned pending his removal to

Mundheim, who was born in Ger-
mary forty-seven years ago, came o
Canada about fiftecn yeurs ago, but
had never become o naturnlized citi-
zen.
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
