Ottawa, April 17.—~This afternoon the
Minister of Justice intreduced his bill
respecting the increase of $20,000,000 in
the capital stock of the C. P. R, and
gave a Jucid explanation of its pro-
visions, and the reasons why it had been
thought necessary to pass legislation
confirming the order - in Council, and
giving the force of statutory law to
the conditions which the Government.
had imposed for the protection of the
public interests. The items for immi-
gration were voted in supply, after a
comprehensive review by Hon. Clifford
Sifton of the work of tho department,
which demonstrated the efficiency of
the policy adopted with regard to im-
migration sinco he assumed the .port-
folic of the Interior, as tested by com-
parison with the results produced by
the policy in force up to 1896. His as-
. surance that the record of immigrant
arrivals for the first three months of
this year indicated that the great move-
ment of population from the western
States to the northwest had not abat.
ed, and was Increasing very rapidly.
elicited warm cheers.

Canadian Pacific Bill.

Hon. Charles Fitzpatrick introduced
bis bill to amend the provision with.
" Yespeot to tolls of ohapter.1 of the sta-

. tutes of 1881, respecting the Canadian
Pacific Railway. Speaking in support
~of the bill, he explained that the order
in Council authorizing the O, P. R.
to, increase its capital stock by §20,-
000,000 provided that no part of this
stock shall be issued at less than par,
and also defined the purposes to which
the money to be derived from the sale
of the stock shall be applied. It fur-
ther provided that this increase of stock
shall not in any way be considered as
affecting the question of control, name-
ly, the question of the control of the
Government over the rates of the com-
pany after its earning power has in-
creased to the extent of 10 per cent., or
~ 15 per cent. on its capitel. In, dsder
that the House should be fully inform-
ec of all the facts, . Mr. Fitzpatrick
briefly specified the legislation which
was in existence previous to the paes-
ing of this act, and which would be af-
fected by the bill introduced. In the
bill he had Iaid before the House
the Governmient had taken the precau.
tion to make it a matter of statute that
the money shall be applied to the pur-
voses for which it was said to be me-
cessary at the time the order in Coun-
cil was applied for. With respect to the
tolls, at the time of the incorporation
of the 0. P. R. ruilways were regu%
lated bg the consolidated railway' act
of 1879, being 42 Victoria, chapter
9, which act, in so far as its provisions
are applicable to the C. P. R., and in
80 far a8 they are not inconsistent with
or contrary to the provisions of the
company’s charter, and save and except
es-is ppecifically provided in the charter,
it::ncorpomted with the O. P. R. char-

Reduction of Tolls.

Mr. Fitzpatrick quoted sub-seotion 11
of section 17 of that act, which pro-
vides that the Parliament of Canada
may reduce tolls upon the railway, but
not without the consent of the company,
80 as to produce less than 15 per cent.
per annum profit on the capital actually
expendesi_m its construction, nor unless
the net income of the company is shown
to have excceded 16 per cent. upon the
capital actually expended. Section 20
of schedule “A” of the company’s act
of incorporation provides that the limit
to the reduction of tolls by the Par-
liament of Canada may ba to such an
extent that such tolls, when reduced,
shall nat produce fess than 10 per cent.
ver annum profit on the capital actu-
ally expended in the comstruction of
the railway, instead of not less than
156 per cent. per annum, as provided by
tho above sub-section, cte. = Now, said
Mr. Fitzpatrick, sub-section 11 of scc-
tion 17 of the act of 1879 has been
repealed, but I atill hold that ff nust
be taken as forming part of
the company’s charter, and must be
referred to in order to understand sec-
tion 20, which I have just quoted, 1
have gone carefully through all the
legislation and am quite satistled that
there is not now in existence any clause
-iml}ar to sub-section 11, and this sub-
section and our section 20 of the char-
ter form the only legislation which
need be referred to on the subjeot of
tolls.  Bub-section 11 was re-enacted
by the consc\idated raflway act of 1886,
and appears therein as sub-sestion 11
of scction 16, but it was not re-enact-
ed in 1888, when the raflway act was
again consolidated. Now the order In
Council of.January 23rd of 1002, so far
s it relates to the increase of capi-
tal stock, went into force as'soon as it
was passed, and has been acted upon
by the company. That sub-section
11 wag're-enacted, as I szy, in 1886, but
was not re-enacted in 1888. At the

that money for much of the work for
which this extra stock was to be is-
sued could be obtained by an issue of
bonds or paid out of current revenue.

Hon. "Clifford Sifton.

Hon. Clifford Bifton thought Mr.
Maclean would agree with him that 1t
was not conducive to the public interest
nor the fair discussion of the merits of
the billwhich had just been explained to
debateits provisions when members were
not in possegsion of its exact terms.
He pointed out that the grievances to
which Mr. Maclean referred arose under
legislation .placed upon the statute
book by the Conservative party, and
which would be in a great measure
redressed by the very bill which the
Minister of Justice had just introdue-
ed. He challenged Mr. Maclean
to lay his finger on any plece of legisla-
tion introduced the Conservative
Government in which.in so few words
so many important matters were deslt
with and the rights of the people so
effectively protected as in the measure
before the House. The company asked
for permission to issue $20,000,000 for
specific and legitimate and honest pur-
poses, and he thought the House would
agree that the O. P. R. had arrived at
that position when they need not look
for cheap huckstering in conneotion with
its capital . The condition.imposed up-
‘on the company, when pérmission to In-’
crease its oapital by $20,000,000 was
given, was- that that amount
should mnot be taken into con-
sideration - by ‘the  Government when
applying the control which <&he
law gives in certain cases with
respect to rates. Mr. Maclean was, he
believed, something of a Socialist. Per-
haps he would have taken the position
that he did not care what the law was
on that point or what the legisiation
was, that ho did not oare what the vest-
ed rights of the stockholders and bond-
holders of the 0. P. R. were, but he
would simply. have. done as he pleased.
Mr. 8ifton said he was bound to say that
the Government were mot prepared to
take that position, but were prepared,
and he believed with the full agree-
ment of the responsible members of the
other side of the House, to give full,
fair and reasonable protection to every
vested right of any person who invests
a dollar in the Dominion of Canada.
That : does not prevent them,
however, when Government aotion
was required, from taking fair and
rensonable measures for the protection
of the public, and he thought it would

in this respect es far as they honor-
ably and legally cauld have gone,

Finding Out the Cost.

Mz, Maglean—Will the hon. gentle-
man say what this ‘Government have
done to ascertain in flve years of office
the actual cost of that railway ?

of Mr. C. R. Devlin, emigration agent’
in Ireland, and read the article publish-
ed in The Montreal Witness on January
17, 1901, as an interview with Mr. Dev-
lin, which has previously been referred
to and discussed in the House and Com-
mittee - on - Agriculture and Coloniza-
tion. Mr., Wilson read an affidavit from
Mr. Lutton, stating that the interview
was accurately reported, and that the
statement that Mr, Devlin had ' never
‘asked anyone to emigrate from Ireland
and never would, was in Mr. Devlin's
own handwriting. Under the adminis-
tration of Mr. Bifton there had, Mr.
Wilson said, been a larger amount of
money spent in Gréat Britzin and Ire-
1and with less résults than in former
years. Mr. Wilson expressed warm ap-
| reclation of the manmer in which Mr.
'Frank Pedley had mastered all the de-
tails of his department.

Cost and Results.

In nine years from Ireland we got
7,800 immigrants, at a cost of $83,000.
We were spendjng more money and get-
ting fewer jmmigrants. He believed we
would get as many immigrants from Ire-
land if we had no agents there at all as
we are getting with all our agents. The |
salaries paid were not reconcilable with
common sense. He complafned, too, of |
the expense bills of the Irish egents and .
of the system under which Increases are
granted. -Mr, Wilson stated that for
the past ten years the total number of
\immigrants coming to Canada was 262,
202, at a cost of $2,400,173. 1In the
first five years $876,360 was spent, and |
in the five years under Liberal rule
$1,623,804 was spent. In.the first five
lyears the average cost per head was:
57._66,.@11 under Liberal rule $9.05, an
increase of $1.40 per head. Mr. Wilson
also claimed that the country 1s being
overrun by undesirable immigrants:
whom the United States would not ad-
mit. In this matter the Minister had
moved altogether too slowly, He read
a letter from the United BStates im-
migration inspector at Montreal in which
it was stated that six inepectors are
located at Montreal, ‘and smaller num-
bors at almost every other border town.
He asked if it would not be possible to
make an arrangement with the United
‘Btates whereby all emigrants would be
inspected at the port o? departure. Mr.
Wilson dwelt at some length upon this

uestion of Inspection and rejection in
%ﬂ.xmda of emigrants en route to tho

nited States. In the concluding para- |
graphs. of . the letter which Mr.
Vilson read the writer etated that)
he did not wish to critlcize the Cana-.
dian Government, but he hoped they
would see their way clear to exclude
diseased immigrants or those likely to
become burdens. Mr. Wilson suggested
the adoption of the American system of
compelling the steamship companies to|
deport such immigrants at their own
‘expense,

Mr, Sitton’s Reply.

Hon. Clifford Sifton, Minister of the’
ilnterior, said that ho had no fault to
find with the manner or spirit in which
|Mr. Wilson had criticized the work of his
|dopartment ; possibly it would be bene-
ficial for his officials to know that their
work was likely to be overhauled in the
Agricultural Committee. The Minister
spoke of the enormous natural possibil-
ilies of Canada and the unlimited field
for immigration in northern Quebee,
northern Ontario, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and the west, in fact in all
the Provinces of Cannda except Prince
Edward Island. * As to Mr. Devlin’s posi-
tion in Ireland, Mr. Sifton sald that Mr.
Devlin was & man of very extraordinary
and exceptional ability. No person
who knew Mr. Devlin would deny that,
and if any man was well qualified to
take charge of the work in Ireland and
turn the tide of Irish emigration to Can-’
ada, Mr. Devlin would be the man like-
ly to do it. In answer to Mr, Wilson,
the Minister said there has been no sub-

Bifton said he knew there were men on
both sides of the House who had very
violent differences of opinion with Mr.

Mr. Sifton
said lie did not think it possible or prac-
ticable for the Government to make an
inquisjtorial examination Into the beliefs
of every official. They had in the Gov-
ernment service Irish Cntholics and
French Catholics and English and Irish
Protestints, and all had their own opin-
ions regarding home rule as well as
other subjects. Regarding the increase
in salary given to Mr. Devlin, Mr. Bifton
said it was given on his own motion, and
he took the full responsibility for it.

' Diseased Immigranta,

rding the statements made, that
the Unjted States found it necessary to
have a large stafl of agents to prevent
the entrance through Caunada into the
United States of discased and undesir-
able immigrants, Mr. 8ifton said that the
United States’ agents on the frontier
were appointed for the purpose of ‘en-
forcing the alien labor law, although
they occasionally stopped an immigrant,
but. this was not of sufficient magnitude
to necessitate action on the part of this
Government. He admitted it was neces-
sary to keep a close watch upon people
coming from foreign countries to our
shores, and an efficient staff. for that pur-
pose was meaintained at our ports. As
an illustration of the extravagant state-
ments circulated in this connection, Mr.
Sifton said he had investigated the
statement published that there were 200
diseased immigrants in the various hos-
gi.tnls at Montreal. The extent to which
he statement was founded on fact was
shown by the report of the Superinten-
dent of Notre Dame Hospital that there
were two cases fn January, two in Fep-
ruary and six in March : there had been

|none in the Royal Victoria Hospital for

six’ months, or in the Montreal General
Hospital for three months, and in the
Hotel Dieu there wera seven persons, ¢f
whom one or two might be classed as
immigrants. Of 25,000 persons who came
into Canada..132 were rejected by the
United States commissioners as unde-
sirable, and out of these 132 there are
21) persons in Canada at present, 21 ¢f
whom were rejected for trifling and ab-
surd causes by the United States com.
missioners, and are now settled in the
northwest. They were German familfes,
who made desirable settlers. Beven or
eight of the others were now waiting
deportation at 8t. John. That was the
sum total of all the ngitation that had
been aroused upon the matter.

‘Work of the Department.

Mr. Sifton gave to the House a gen-
eral reéview of the work of the Immigra-
tion Department, for which"the expendi-
ture amounted to $500,000. Thero are,
he pointed out, suitable facilities for
examining and taking care of immigrants
at Halifex, St. John, Quebec and Mont-
real. ‘The Govetnment gives'a grant
to & women’s association = at
Mentreal, who Jlook after immi-
grants needing attention. At central
points in Manitoba and the Northwest
there is accommodation ‘for newly-ar-
rived immigrants, provision being made
for caring for and keeping track of
them until they finally locate on the
land. The cause of the failure of the

jmmigration policy of the late Govern-

ment was tfie absence of any such pro-
vision, the immigrants being dumped
down and left to look after themselves.
As soon as he took office he organ-
ized a staff-for that purpose, which,
under the energetic direction. of Mr,
Wm. McCreary, now the representative
of Selkirk, of whose abilitles Mr. Bif-
ton spoke in the highest terms, cared
for the new arrivals and assisted and
advised them until they got upon their
feet.  Imcidentally, Mr. Sifton said,
there arc twenty-five salaried immigra-
tion agents and two hundred and fifty
commission agents of the Government
employed in the United States. ‘Lhe
work in Kurope was also giving sat-
isfactory results, in view of the difficul-
ties encountered upon the continent in
earrying on immigration work. Mr.
Bifton dwelt upon the value of a suc-
cessful  immigration propaganda, which
would add materially to the popula-
tion engaged in agriculfural operations.
The work -carried on by ‘the Jate Gov-
ernment had proved an absolute fail
ure, and, recognizing its uselessness,
that Government had voluntarily redue-
ed its expenditure for that work, ‘The
department, under the present Govern-
ment, had been obliged fo build up a
new policy - altogether, and the result
had geen most satisfactory, as much
so as any branch of the public service
could show in five years. The immi-
gration fn 1896 numbered 16,835, and
last year it had grown to 50,000, and
he was not over-sanguine when he esti-
mated that this year it would number
probably 70,000.

Difflculties in the United States,

As findicative of the difficulties Can-
ads had to encounter in getting immi-

ation from the United States, Mr.
g{fton said that in the western States
the farmers were absolutely ignorant
of the ability of the northwest to raise
wheat. 'This was partially overcome
by sending exhibits to the Ktate Fafrs
and by inviting the editorial press es-
sociations of the various Btates to visit
the northwest and go- through to the
Paeific coast. The result of the ads
vertising which western Canada receiv-
ed was shown in the number of immi-
grants from the United States, which
rose from 712 in 1887 to 9,108 in 1898,
11,045 in 1899, 17,600 in 1900 hnd 17,087
4n 1901, while those who are well qual-
ified to judge say that it will not be
possible for the figures to fall below
25,000 or 80,000 this-year. In the first
{hree months of this ygar the arrivais
at Winnipeg were 10,000, as comparad
with less than 6,000 last year. An
analysis of the nationalitics of the im-
migrants entering last year showed that
of a total of 40,000 about 30,000 were
British or United States, and of a de-
sirable class. The cost per immigrant
from tbe continent was $2.65 per head;
British, $0.58; United States, $7.98; or
on an average, including ‘the cost of
lopking after them in Canada, of $8.34
per head, equal to $38 per family, which
wag much less than it cost the railway
companies to get settlers in some of the
Btates. -
Figures for This Year.
; The figures regarding the arrivals in
[Canade were borne oub by the home-
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stead entries, which for the firat thres
months of this year numbered 3,024,
and he was confidedt the total.entries
would number 10,000, this year, as com-
pared with less than 1,600 in 188G. The

homestead  entrles, however, did
not indicate . by . any means
the  total settlement. The sales|

of the four principal railway and land
companies in the northwest in 1886
amounted to 108,000 acres; in ’08 it had
increased to- 448,000 acres, and in 1000
the smles were 643000 acres. During
the first three mquths of this year 442,
000 acres have been sold by the same
companies. . As another indication of
the effectiveness of the immigration
work done-in the western States, Mr.
Sifton quoted from The Minneapolis
Journal an article extolling the north-
west as the land of great crops, show-
ing that the co-operation of the most
powerful medium of reaching the peco-|
ple of the western States, the Ameri-
can newspapers, had been secured, Ar-
ticles in The Winnigeg Telegram, o pa-
er which has in the past most vio-
ently attacked his immigration Bolicy.
and papers . published in the United
States, wers quoted.by Mr. Sifton in
justification of the policy he had pur-
sued. During the next two or three
years, Mr. Bifton said, Canada had the
greatest opportunity of promoting im-
migration and the settlement of the
weat that she has enjoyed sincg con-
federation. (Cheers.) A greater move-
ment into the northwest had been in-
augurated than that of 1881-83, when
the first great mov t which opened
u& end settled Manitoba occurred. Mr.
Bifton impressed upon the House the in-
fluence upon the prosperity of the Do-
minfon of the rapid settlement of the
northwest, and g;) ted out that at the
rapid rate at which settlement was go-
ing on it was but & matter of a few
years before there would be a million
or & million and a half of peopls there.

Railway Accommodation Needed.

He asked the members of the
House to consider for a moment what
the wheat production of that” country
would be with the population end
acreage of oultivation trebled. In this
connection Mr., Sifton pressed upon the
consideration of the House the abso-
lute necepsity of railway accommeodation
to meet the requirements of the peo-
ple,  Settlers now would not settle,
no matter How good the land, if there
was no probability of a rallway within
reach; they would rather go ons hun-
dred miles or five hundred miles far-
ther, where they could get railway com-
munication, as experience proved they
could not grow qnin and %nul it pro-
fitably for long distances. Hs referred
to this matter in order to call the at-
tention of the House to the necessity
of pursuing a liberal polioy in the en-
couragement of railway construction in
the " northwest. Mr. Bifton explained
the changes made in the emigration
work in England, by which the  opora-
tions . of the staff have been &l’aced
under the direct control of Mr. W. T.
R. Preston, and entirely new methods
adopted with gratifying success. Mr.
Bifton spoke for about an hour and
three-quarters, and was frequently and
heartily cheered by the Government
benches,

Bourassa threw the whole blame for a
slight. error in a map on the whole peo-
ple of England. e English people
were a splendid race, We had fine men
there advertising Canada, and in a while
we would get immigrants.

Mr. Marcil urged the House to-con-
Qider this question apart from any party
point of view. The infusion of new
blood into our country, irrespective  of
origin, was of national consequence. He
particularly urged the Government to
ply attention to colonization, on the
principle that it was more important to
keep one Canadian in the country than
bring in two strangers. (Hear, hear.)

A desultory discussion__covering the
whole range of immigration work was
brought to a close at midnight by pass-
ing the item of $110,000 for the salaries
of agents in Great Britain and foreign
countries. |

lféeping Our People Hers,

Upon the last item of $333,000 for con-
tingencies in Cunadian, British and for.
eign agencies, Mr. R. L, Borden wug-
gested that the Immigration Department
might adopt in the Maritimes Provinces
the policy adopted by Mr. Devlin in Ire-
land, who, while he does not urge people
to leave Ireland, does effective work in
making known the advantages which
Canada has to offer to settlers in the
northwest, He thought something
should be done to keep Canadians with-
in the Dominion.

Hon. Clifford Sifton expressed himnself
as in sympathy with Mr, Borden's' view,
but had been deterred from doing wmoro
than making known the advantages of
the northwest, fearing the House wovld
not support more vigorous action. Eow-
ever, he would give the matter careful
attention.

The item passed, and the House ad-
journed at 12.10. .
