Tha experience - of the various na-
tional and charitable societies of the city
withk the recent arrivals from Britain
clearly indicates that many immigrants
have been sent here by charitable so-
cdietics in the old land, or have como
here of their own free will without any
inquiry ae to the probability of their ob-
taining employment, or as to the season
of the year when it is inadvisable for
anyone withont means or without & cer-

nda. Another very pect of this
apparent desire of certain agencies in
Britain to dump “andesirables” in Can-
ada has come to the knowledge of some
 oi-the local socicties, whose agents have
'lnd several cases of parties eutlering
from tuberculosis, cancer or other incur-
!n.blc diseases who were assisted to come
here.  In some of these cases the suffer-
](-,rs have already been eent back to Brit-

ain, and two other cases will probably go
back next week.

Irish Protestants.

The Irish Protestant Benevolent So-
cicty has not had many ecalls from
genuiue Irish Protestants recently arriv-
ed dere, and such people as have called
have been inquiring about work. ‘Lhe
sodiety has, however, hied callers who
"sought assistance as lrish Protestants,
but they were mostly from London, or
some of the larger cities of the old land.
{In the opinion of Miss .Bailie, who has
had a great deal of experience with all
 dlasses of applicants for relief, it is not
the genuine English, Inish, or Scotch im-
migrants who cawse the trouble, bui
the classes of alien parentage who have
been brought up dn London or other
large citics, and in whom the servile and
“eadging” instinet has continued through
three or even four generations. She
says the genuine English immigrants are
& most desirable class and very seldom
seek fielp.  The experience of the so-
ciety hes been that once the “undesir-
ahles” finally anchor in Toronto they be-
coma permanent charges on the funds of
benevolent societies, and ehe gave sov-

reration, of those reliexed years ago ire
‘now being helped.- . -In the case of the
‘man who died recently in & stable, and
in which the jury censured the wife and
iamily, Miss Bailie says the man was “a
derelict,” and that he hiad been again and
again helped and given opportunities to
sueceeed, but preferred to live as he had
{done, and that his wife and family were
inot to blame.

; Sturdy Englishmen.

| Tho St. George’s Bociety has had =
good many calls from recent arrivals,
‘but "mostly from those in search of
employment.  Many of the most de-
serving cases have not even come for
felief, but have been found by district
visitors or othera. No genuine case
of distress has pone unaided, and the
. individual members of tho society have
! done spendid work in sgecuring employ-
{'ment for new arrivals. General labor-
‘ers and clerks were the most difficult
cases, and it was a shame, said someo
of the members of the society, that
these people should be induced to come
to Canada in winter. Wherever pos-
sible the acrivals had been found em-
ployment, and a number had been sent
to farms. Several of these, however,
had come back to the city, stating that
the farmers did not require their ser-
vices longer, or had refused to pay
them any wages for a month’s work,
and in some cases even longer. - The
" number of applicants for help from
new arrivals this year was said to be
considerably in excess of the number
of lasl year’s applicants. Most of the
members of the socicty secen were of
the opinién that efforts should be made
to prevent, ns far as possible, people
‘| coming here feom Britain or from any
other country in search of employment
during the winter months,

The Handy Irishman.

The experience of the St. Vinceat de
Paul Socirty was similar to that of
the 8t. George’s and the Irish Protest.
ant Benevalent Societies. The recently
arrived genuine Irish applicants had
been largely those in search of employ-
mentf, and who had taken imimediately
sich work as could be secured for them.
Several hud been sent to farms, and
some of these had returned with the
complaint that the farmers had refused
to pay them any wages. The new ar
rivals were on the whole readily adapt
ing themselves to the varying condition:
found heve.  The Catholic societies ir
the city were cheerfully assisting in se
curing work and othorwise helping the
new comers.  Not much real distres:
exizted smong recent arcvivals in the
city.

number of recent arrivals lookiug for
, work, and in this the Sons of Scotland
i with its camps or branches all over To-
ironto, and, in fact, all over Cunada,
. has been of great service to the jmmi-
grants.

When it was found that cectain agen-
, cies in Scotland and England were in-

' ducing people to come to Can-l
ada on the pretence of being
guaranteed work two days after

landing, and with alleged contracts not
worth the paper they were written on,
pretending to insure the immedinte em-
ployinent, the Past Grand Seeratary of
the Sons of Scotiand took prompt action
; to stop these gross iniareprescutations.
Caopies of the alloged contracts were se-
cured, affidavits got from parties indue-
ed to come here on the faith of these
allegzed contracts, and these, with other
necessary documente, were placed in the
hands of the proper uuthorities, whilst
several of the deccdved parties who went
straight back to Britain were put dn
communication with the eriminal officers
in the old land, and then followed pro-
ceedings which bave closed most of this
class of immigration oftices :in England
, and Scotland, Innded some of the swind-
. lers dn juil, and in other cases of alleged
misrepresentation the parties are still
awaiting triaul. Letters were sent to a
number of Scotch newspupers, warning
intending emigrante to avoid these ques-
tionable agencies. Many of these lot-
ters contained valuable information for
those wio contemplated coming hore,
‘and doubtless this nction accounts for
the fact that few “derelicts” fromn Seot-
land were dumped in Canada dwring the
'past few montha.

Tricks of the Trade.

Pathetic stories have been told by
some of those who have been induced to
come dfrere during the present winter, but
owing to the activity and generosity of
,the national and benevolent societies no
one need really want for the necessaries
of life.  In tho cases of those crueity
'sent here while sillering from inourable
dizeases it ix thought that there should
;surely “be some effort made to recover
[from those responsible for sending such
Iimmigmnta to Canada, the amounts
lwh.iph the charitable socicties and the
'eity havo to pay on account.of theso
‘cases.  On the other hand, there ean be
no doubt that a number of people pos-
ing as newly-arrived immigrants have
sought relief. but the usual. inquirios
bave revealed the Jact that these appli-
cants were the old stagers, who by calls
at houses had sccured and no doubt still
aro securing {rom the charitably inclined
food, clothing and money on the plea
tof being new arrivals from the old land
in search of work.

Regarding the complaint that men had
been sent back from the country witi-
out wages, no doubt some farmers were
perfectly justified in dispensing with the
services of the men sent to them, for un-
fortunately some of these recent arrivals
are utterly unsuited for farm work. Un
the other hand, a few cases have come

to light in which farmers have had
from one to three months’ services of
periectly captble men, and have thex
sent them away without a cent, or i
eome cases niter paving their railway
{ares to Toronto. In three cases, at any
rate, unless the farmers pay they will be
sueds .
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
