lReports From London Are That Un-

employed From Over the Border
Are Coming in There—Is a Seri-
ous Situation.

. The attention of the officials of the
Provincial Immigration Department has
been drawn to the reported influx of
unemployed from the United States. The
difficulty is admitted, reports having
been received from Londox, but no clear
way of dealing with it can yet be seen.
It has been suggested that a Dominion
Immigration Inspector should be placed
at Niagara Falls, but under the present
conditions of the immigration law even
the presence of auch an officer conld have
little effect in restraining the influx of
unemiployed from south of the line. As
the law stands, only the phyaically or
mentally uunfit can be prevented from
entering Canada, or deported, no finan-
cial quulification being necessary.

‘The Hon. Nelson Monteith regards'the
problem of dealing with the indigent
immigrant as being one of the most seri-
ous which the country will have fo face
this winter. Already the number of un-
employed is considerably in excess of
what it has been in former years. The
Iumber business, which usunally absorbs a
number of men who are prevented by
the cold weather from following their
usual avocations, will not afford such
relief this winter. Owing to the strin-
gency of money there are indications
that the lumber cut will be much small-
er this year. Already men who are not
usually laid off until April are being
sent out of the woods,

I'IIABOBERS LEAVING UNITED !
STATES IN THOUSANDS. \

Steamship Comipauics Are Pressed to
Secure Accommodation for the
Great Numbers Who Desire ¢
Return to/Europe.

New York, Nov. 22.—The exodus of
foreign laborers returning to Europe ow-
ing to the shutting down of Industries
since the flnancial stringency has reached
such proportions that the steamship com-
panies are hard-pressed to furnish ac-
commodation for them.

Hundreds of forelgners have been ob-
liged to wait untll next week because
berths could not be found for them. This
week all the blg transatlantic lines
raised the steerage rate from $°1 to $22,
but stiil the demand for tickets has in-
creased. A representative of the steer-
can Line said that from New York alone
the number ot/ foreigners departing week-
Iy was 25.000,and that $5,000,0% was be-
Ing taken away weekly by these returning
immigrants either In cash or in drafts
on forelgn countries. .
