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HR. BORDEN AT GOBALT.

GOVERNMENT'S IMMIGRATION
POLICY DENOUNCED.

References to the North Atlantic
Trading Company — Maladminis-
tration of the Civil Service Charg-
¢d — Mr, Cochrane Denounces Mr,
McCool for Not Securing Bonus
for Ontario Government Railway.

Cobalt, Oct. 11.—The local Conserva-
tives accorded Mr. Borden and party
a grand reception yesterday. With
the leader were Messrs. Frank Coch-

rane;. Morell; Peter TWhite, Pembroke;
Plaunt, Beauharnols, and Geo. Gordon,
the candidate. The Halleybury band
wits [n attendance,

The meeting was called in the Opera
House at 3 o’clock. Mr. Sol White was
Chalrman. .

Mr. Shillington In a fow words ex-
pressed the hope of the election of Mr.
Borden to power. He considered it a
duty to stand by Mr. Gordon.

Mr. Gordon, the candidate, spoke in
glowing terms of Mr, Borden. Mr.
Gordon referred to the Clvil Service
Commission’s findings, and urged that
only good business abllity was required
in the administration of the different
departments of the Federal Govern-
ment. Referring to Government legis-
latlon- as to labor, the speaker pro-
nounced it rotten. Referring to the ap-
pointment of Mr. Murphy to the Cab-
Inet, Mr. Murray sald it was on the
ground of Mr. Murphy belng an Irish
IRoman Catholle. Many people left the
Thall, apparently resenting ‘Mr. Mur-’
ray's mention of Mr. Murphy, the meet-
ing being largely composed of French-
Canadlan Catholics. >

Mr. Borden was recelved with grea
enthuslasm. Mayor Lang, on behalf
of the citizens and Council, read an
address of welcome, Mr. Borden
thanked the townspeople for the honor,
and oritloized the Liberals for failure
to carry out the Liberal platform of
1596, which brought them into power.
He predicted that the Liberals would
be down and out after the October
electiong.  Mr. Borden claimed ' that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had carried out the
greater portion of the Conservative
platforn after getting into power, and
scoffed at the idea of the Premier be-
ing responsible for the improved trade
conditions. Referring to Canada's na-
tural resources, Mr. Borden urged that
strong measures should be taken to
promote home manufacturing. Should
the Conservatives be returned the Na-
tional Policy would be strictly adhered
to, and every “encouragement be glven
to Canadians to settle the country
instead of cncouraging undesirable
foreigners. __He denounced the Gov-
ernment immigratlion policy, saying our
shores were open to desirable immi-
grants, and also denounced the bonus-
ing system. He claimed if'the Inslde
history of the North Atlantic Trading
Company were known it would be
enough to turn the people agalnst the
Laurjer Government.

Mr. Borden also sald the Government
‘were guilty of open and brazen mal-
adminlistration of the clvil serylce and
other departments, and charged Sir
Wilfrid Laurier with an organized ef-
fort to block the investigation in the
Department of Marine and Fisheries.
Mr. Fielding was denounced as the
inost dangerous man in public life to-
day for giving away the public domaln-
to friends of the party. The speaker
believed from five to ten millions an-
nually was given away to friends of
the party. Mr. Borden further as-
eerted that the Liberals were making
no effort to prosecute the gullty partles
fn the Colchester election, but the
guilty party was a former Liberal, who
Pad received his training the Lib-_
eral-ranks. Comparing the Provin--|
cial administration of the timber lands,
Mc. Borden claimed that Premler {Whit-
ney was giving a splendid account and
making milllons for tho Province,
whereas the Dominion Government
were giving it all away to party friends.

Mr. Peter White, Pembroke, waxed
warm in predicting defeat for the Gov-
ernments at the coming elections,
evinelng concern over the public do-
main, of which he contended the Gov-
crnment's party friends were robbing
the country.

Hon. Frank Cochrane was well re-
ceived. He took occaslon of the first
opportunity to thank the voters for
clecting Mr. Shillington, and pald a
tribute to Messra. Shillington, Gordon
and Borden. Speaking highly of Mr.
AfeCool personally, the speaker dls-
credited Mr. McCool as a public man
and representative of the district on
account of his failure to secure from
the Federal Government the bonus of
one and a half millions due to the Pro-
vincial Government on the T. & N. O.
Raijlway. Mr. Cochrane went on re-
cord to say emphatically he would vig-
crously oppose Mr. Borden and his
Government {f they falled through Mr.
Gordon to secure the bonus complained
of.  Mr. Cochranc contended that Mr.
McCool's stand taken rtegarding the
clectlon lists in northern Ontarlo in
the unorganized districts was an insult
to the people. .
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
