Foreigners Crowded Into North End
Under Conditions Thnt - Render
Vice Inevitablc—State Not ' Doing
‘Its Puty Regarding Education.

;- Ottawa, Oct. 11.—At a missionary
neeling in Dominion Church last
night in connection with ~ the
annual meecting of the Gen-
eral  Board of DMissions of . the
Jethodist Church, luminous state-
ments of . the problems ‘confront-
ing the missionary movement of the
’hurch, both in the home and foreign
fields, ‘were given by Rev. James Al-
lan, Superintendent of the Home Mis-
sion’ Department, and Rev. J, E.
Egerton Shore, Assistant Secretary
for Forelgn Missions.

Rev. Mr. Allan dwelt- particularly
with the problem of evangelical edu-

. catlon and social work among foreign
fmmigrants. ° During the last ten
years, he said, of the 375,000 Euro-
pean immigrants who had come to
Canada, about 75,000 werc - Protest-
ants, In Winnipeg from one-quarter
to one-third of the total population
was now composed of | foreigners,
housed principally In the north end of
the city, and, for the most part, un-
der appullln;; conditions of - over-
crowding and of disease and vice bred
by unsanitary surroundings. In a
country where almost half a continent
of fertile land lay undeveloped, there
was being reproduced ul! the misery
and poverty of the crowded centres
of Europe. He instanced some cases
swhere several-familles. were:living to-.
gether In slngle roonis lu unsanitary
tenement houses, and declared that
nnder the present conditions in north
Winnipeg whaole sections of the fomale
population were being driven into
virtual prostitution. The children of
the district were not receiving pro-
per 'school education, and the school
accommodation in tite north end was
auite inadequate. These: conditions,
urged Mr. Allan, urgently demanded
municipal and logis!ml\e action,

The financial statenient of the 1'reas-
urer of the Board, Mr, H. H. Fudger,
was read to the meeting. The total re-
ceipts for the past year amounted to
$538.600, an increase of $54,000 over
the previous yvear., The total expendf-
ture was $544.000, of which $186,200
was for Indian work, $108,000 for
Japidnese, and $34,000 for work in
West China.

The sweeping charges as to the
moral and social couditions wrevalil-
ing in North Winnipeg, made by Rev,
Mr. Alian, have created a sensatjon,
and prompt steps will be taken ty re-
quire the reverend gentleman to
prove or retract his statements, which
are helieved to be unwarranted and
incorrect.

The attentlon of the Council was
called to the matter this evening, and
the proper officials were requested to
report on the situatlon and to pre-
pare evidence which will effectually
refute the exaggerated sensatlonalism
which characterizes the charges.
Among those who will be quoted in
this resnecr will be Rev, Mr. Woods-
worth, Meothodist minister, in charge
of forcign work in that section of the
eity.  Conditions in a small section of
North Winnineg may not be entirely
all that may be deslred. bnt the health
department ts most vigilant in pre-
venting such conditlons as Rev., Mr.
Allan depicts, and the sanitary laws
are.enforced with the utmost vigor.
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
