-A most convincing illustration of i
AMr. ' Woodsworth’s contention that
Canada fs rapidly becoming foreign
was given by the exhibition of a
Winnipeg school register. He showed
that of a total registration of 590
only forty-five were <Canadian and
one hundred and thirty-nine English-
speakinz.: A more_serious condition
wag that few of the forelgners passed
beyond -the lower school grades, and
that almost a third of the chlildren
of Afanitoba were not attendinj' any ‘1
school.- A quarter- of the rural -
schools .were bilingual. which means
that, as well "as French-English
schools, there are Ruthenian-English
schoole. Polish-English schools, and
an . -agitation for Yiddlsh-English
|schools.  “It seems to me,” sald Mr.
Woodsworth, “that the whole system
ts vicious, and that we ought to rise
above our political differences und do
something for the boys and girls of
this country. -

+In Manitoba a third of the con-
stituencies are controlled by the Gall-
cians alone. - We should impose an
educational test before granting the
franchise, for many of these people
regard thelr vote as only a market-
able asset. We should not take in
more . of these people than we can
look after, and we have not lived up
to this standard.”
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
