from the positlon of a feeble colony to that of
the Ieadlng nauon of the British Empire will have

!_aoiibréa.king off' our shores.  Yestcrday's des-
‘patches indicated the need for the most careful
supervision of the movement. During the first
#our monthi of the prosent fiscal year, from April
#o July, no less than 155,549 immigrants entered
Lanada,. of whom 100,850 came by ecean ports
and {he bslance of 54, 669 from the United States.
The pressure from the south is becoming so
great that during the past. month no less than
300 undesirable immigrants, chiefly persons with-
out the money qualffications called for by the
Department, have been turned back at the De-
troit River. "These two facts are of the great-
est significance. They prove that the last West
1s -a. magnet drawing the -landiess from every
quarter of the world. They indicate that every
ageney In the Dominion having anything to do
wm: the Canadianiziig of the immigrants must
bo up and at its task, whether that task be moral,
rauzious. of. pojitical education, or the making

?ghgess.w_ch as those of Cobalt, and railway-
u{lding on a colossal scale can absorb such an
inflow and enable the immigrants to make a
per dneit home among u§.
