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cused should he accorded the protection of our
free institutions. Such a course is not only die-
tated by the demands of humanity, but is best
calculated to make the more reactfonary nations
take an enlightéened view of thelr position. Bar-
bariém continues longest in the punishment of
offences real and artificial, and a reactiquary na-
tlon will be inspired to take thought of its con-
dition when it sees other lands glad to welcome
{ts supposed offenders.  For the real critninal
no natloh should provide refuge, But when men
are driven to real criminality by the artificial,
creation of offences, the natlon and notthe indi-
vidual is the offender. To surrender a political |
oftender for vindictive punishmeént would be a.
serious reflection on the people of Canada, and
no effort should be spared to avold any such ir-
reparable mistake. The man who asks for a re-
fuge from barbarous pursuit is entitled to a full
consideration ot his claims on grounds of human
and political rights as interpreted by modern en-
lightenment,

! ¢fficiently enforced. The protests from all parts
ot the Dominion agalnst the surrendering of
Yederenko to the Russian authorities is all the
tore significant, as it shows a healthy desire
to accord to the more advanced men of the re-
: actiopary nations the. freedom we have won.
Ganada has established an important and com-
me¢ndable precedent in refusing to return a fugl-
tave. slave to slavery on the 1emand of a nation
whose civillzation was still under eclipse. and the
fact that the fugitive took a life in seeking his
fnalienable rights as a man did not affect the de-
¢iul6n. There should be no rotrerr from that
position. We have refused to surrender for bar.
barous puanishment and a life of slavery the slave
who sought to assert his natural rights as a man
and we shonld also refuse to surrender for the
same fate the man who has sought to assert his
natural rights as a citizen.

It is not our duty to ajd the barbarities ol
less advanced nations, It i8 fncumbent on th¢
Department of Justice to make a .thorough in.
quiry and investigation before taking action ir
the matter. It the primary offence is of a poll

fcal nature and not a violation of the laws o
htened and self-governing countries the ac
