_ A proclamation in Saturday’s On-
tdrio Gazclte puts in force the new
provincial law with respect to offensive
woapons, passed by the legislature at
the present session. ;

Every persop who exposes for sale,
offers for sale, or sells any bowie-luife,
dirk,” dagger, stiletto, metal knuckles, |’
skull cracior or slung shot, or who
sells revolver, pistol orf air gun to
any person other than one boiding a

Must Record Sales of Firearms.

Every persom who sells revolver,
 pistol or air gun unaer the provisions
of section 1 bereof, without %eeping a
record of tho date of the sale, name of
maker, serial number of such revolver,
pistol or air gun, and the name, ad-
dress and occupation of the purchasec
or who sells or exposes or offers™Tor
sale any revoiver or pistol which. dos
not - bear a serial number and the
maker’s name, shall ve guilty of an 6f-
fence and liable on summary conviction
1o a penalty not exceeding $200 or less
than $25, or to imprisonment for a
term n5t exceeding six months with or
without hard labor or to'both, and the
revolver, pistol or air gun so exposed
or oficred for sale, or sold by such per-
son, shall pe confiscated by the police|
magistrate or justice and transferred |
to the superintendent _or provincial po-
lice, or destroyed as such magistrate
or justice may see fit.

‘The recora referred to in subsection
1 may be inspectea at any time by any
peace officer ‘and a copy thereof shall
be transmitted by the person maling
the sale to the superintendent of pro-
vincial police within seven days after
the 3lst March, 30th June, 30th Sept-
ember and 3lst December in each year.
|A. violation of this' subsection shall
render the offender liable, on summary
conviction, 10 @ penalty not exceeding

0.

Every peace officer may seatch any
person  who-he. has reason to velieve
and does believe is violating the pro-
visions of the criminal code, ana n‘:{
seizo any of the weapons which s
person is_illegally carrying and any
weapon seized under this section shall
be confiscated.

Threat of Deportation.

A clause providing for Ueportation
in certain cases reads :

*If any of the weapons is found ona
person believed not to be a native of
Cunada, the constable making the
| search,=justice of the peace, or magis-
trate before whom such person is |
charged with the offence, he shall re- |
| port such facts to the provincial sec-
retary, and the provincial secretary
may comununicate with the minister of
the interior with the view towards de-
porting such person under the lmmi-
gration Act.
