Mr. ¥, J. Gallanough, through ex-
Mayor Urquhart, secured reductions
of $10 a foot on several pieces of
property on Bloor strect west, inctud-
ing Nos. 487, which has been increas-
ed from 375 to $140 a foot; 491, 493,
495 and 497, similarly increased, and
a reduction of $15 a foot on No. 483
Bloor street, assessed at $180 a foot.
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
