Early in the year a farge number of

But this immigration bas: now
tallen off, partly, perhaps, because
the men cannot be got. The demand
for labér of this kind was so great
during the summer, that the regula-
tion which.will not allow a foreigner
to enter Canada except dirbetly from
his own country was suspended for a
while to permit the bringing in of
laborers belonging to certain Europ-
ean naticns from the United States

The vast majority of the immi-
grants from the United States are by
no means penniless when they enter
the Dominion. - In fact many of those
who pass thgough ‘this port can show
$3.000, $4,000 35,000, and some more,
when they meet the inspector. One
man passed through the Sault o(ﬂdl
hands this year who declare
wealth at $60,000. The cash, Im\\ev«r.
s not the only thing that these people

bring with them as they generally
have a lot of bagr ge, and in several
cllel hive brought in a lot of live
stoc!

The figures Issued by the immigra:
tion department show that from April
1st. to December 1st, 321,058 immi-
grants arrived in Canade. Of these
108,035 were from the United States,
as eompured with 101,686 settlers from
United St 8 in the same period last

year. Thele Imml;n\nu brought with
lhem wealth that totalled altogether
$162,000,000.

1t is also worthy of note that over
100,000 sheep have been brought into
Alberta from Montana this fall.

Since the first of the year 554 per-
sons have been refused admission to
Canada at this port for one reason
or another.
