For the howe
it hns destroyed, It has substituted the
unspeaknble flat ;and the yardless tene-
ment. Viee. and crime, greed and graft,
pnuperism and disease flourish luxuriantiy
in the city. In short, the extraordinary
tevelopment of the materlal element {u life,
without the corresponding Lknowledge of
the moral and spiritual, hag made the city
1 menace to our whole civilization”

This striking {ndictmeut of the city ap-
pears- in e annual report of the Raptist
llome Misslon Board, which was issued
resterday.

Yet, says the report further, the city is
the hope of the future. Many forvces, soelal |
1nd charituble, are Dbeing employed for '
the redemptlon of thie city. The quesatjon
of the forelgner 18 carrled us the greatest
problem. liow shall ‘we nationallze the
immigrants ~ who are pourlng Inte our
country at the rate of one thousand a dny,
for during 1912 over 350,000 Imuigrants
came within our borders?

The most serfous case in Canuda, 1t was
saild, 1s Fort William, where, out of a
population of 23,000, six thousand are for-
ciguners, that ig, ‘about 25 per cent. In To-
vonto the foreign olement is 12 per ceot.;
in Montreal 14 per ceni., and in no city in
Canada 18 the condition yet bheyond the
powers of the native population to asshmi-
late the forelgn mass,

“The 's'trongholdls' of the aliens,” it was
said, “must Le destroyed or the forelgners
will destroy our nationnl lnstitution.
