Palumbo's opinlon, too far away, for
the children, and besides that he
thinks that there are too many tracks
for them to cross in getting to elther
of them.

Mr. Palumbo says that the ity
of the chlldren attending the Igna-
tius School are French, which ~he
thinks is not conducive to the teach-
|n‘ of English.

“For me, I talk Italian with my
children at home,” he said, “8o they
wll not forget it and can use it, but
they should be able to talk English
too. If my boy can talk Fn‘lllh he
can get a job in a store or & bank,
and won't have to go out "lh the
pick and shovel.”

Mr. Palumbo is of the opinion that
the board should build this year, for
it will be much more expensive and
more difficult to secure a suitable site
In a couple of years.
