kept entirely separate, and no French
s spoken in the English classes. The
Italian pupils are placed In the Eng-
ish classes. But they are strangers,
and naturally very sensitive.

Father Dumesnil says there are
practicaly two schools In the qne
buildin., Insofar as, language Is con-
cerned.  Of a total of 422 puplls, HU
are French, 100 English, and 108 Ital
lans and Poles.. All pupils of (h.

school receive the same ‘religious. lm‘
struction, regardless of nationality.
