Would' Care for Newcomers:'
Until They Secured Work

EXCLUSION OF FOREIGNERS,

Special Commitiee of General Minis-
terial Association W-rns Authorl-
ties Against Hagty Legislation Bar-
ring Peoplo at Labor’s Request.

An immigrant hotel iz one of the
suggestions offered as a solution of
thesimmigration problem by the spe-
clal committee of the General Min-
isterial Asso¢iation. This hotel should
be provided and muintained by ben-
evolent citlzens. The purpose of such
a hostel would be to take care of im-
\mlgrnnu upon their arrival, for a
‘week or sc¢. at a reasonable rate, un-
til they sec wre cmployment.

The comiaitice also recommmends a
strict censorship of all literature cir-
culated and all agencies employed for
the purpose of inducing people to
come to Canada. Also a closer ex-
amination of proposed emigrants be-
fore they lenve home, and further
that ships' doctors should be asked
to co-operate with the doctors at
points of entry. and that better ac-
commodation be provided for those
detained for exam:ination purposes.

The committec warns the authori-
ties against hasty legisiation exclud-
ing foreign rnces at the request of
Labor Councila, All siiculd be heard,
and as this question zffcete tha  na-
tion in their relationa to each other,
it should he discussed and determin-
ed in a great internat.onal conference.

Moral and religious  education
should have a larger place in the
public schools. and the committee
thinks that the Christian Churches
should unite and organize to reach
and teach every newcomer that they
may become loyal Canadians and true
Christians,
