THE TROOPS HAD C()NEIDER.\BLE:

PIFFICULTY IN QUELLING
DISTURBANCE.

(Canadlan Press Despatch )

Sarajevo, June 28.—A homb thrown
by a vouth standing on the corner of
the main street of the Bosnian capi-
tal was the signal this morning for a
sertous anti-Servian outbreak, which
the troops found considerahle dim-
culty in quelilng. The only damage
done by the bomb wams a slight in-
jury to a passing Mussulman, hut the
rougher element scized on the inci-
dent as an excuse to start a demon-
stration. They were joined hy anum-;
ber of Croattan students, and the
crowd passed along the streets ston-
ing the windows of Servian shops,
clubs, schoola and houses and looting
the interiors. . .

The manifestants paraded the
streets with a portrait of the Emper-
or Francis Joseph at their head. They
sangz the Austrian national anthem,
and attacked evervthing Servian un-
til they were confronted hy an over-
whelming force of soldiers

At 1 o'clock in the afternoon mar-
tial law waz proclaimed by heat ntl
drum and the posting of placards. All}
the chief points of the citv were im-
mediately controlled hy trnops.
