Government is Besieged by Foreigners Out of Work, Who
Want Employment or Transportation Home—Bread
Line at Ottawa City Hall

Ottawa, July 2.—Conditions of un-
employment in Canada were brought
sharyly home to the Government this
afternoon when some four or five
hundred of unskilled laborers, mostly
Ruthenians and Ukrantans, assembled
outside the immigration offices and|]
asked for work, or for assistance of
some kind. ‘They sald that they had
{ come to Canada believing the Gov-
ernments immigration literature of
rvecent years that this was the land
of opportunity for al!. They have
heen out of work in the capital now
for months, and are penniless. 134
work was not to be had they wanted
transportation back to thelr homes in
central and eastern Europe. where
the bulk of the immigration has come
since the present Governmcnt assum-
ed office.

Go to the Farms,

The reply of the departmental offi-
‘clals was that uader existing condi-
tions, the Government could do little
towards finding employment, except
in the case of those who were fitted
for and wanied to work as farm la-
borers.

In view of similar
