onial farm life.

The Sydney Morning Herald says
that in readjusting the immigration
policy upon these lines the New

" South Wales Government, concurring

in the wishes of British ‘authorities,
who regard with misgiving a policy
like that of Canada. which aims at
further denuding the British country-
side. lmmigration agents find them-
selves viewed with something ap-
proaching suspicion in many parts of
the United Kingdom, especially by
farmers, whose best workers they en-
ticed away, while the consequent
scarcity of labor enables the less effi-
cient who remiin to exact two and
three shillings increased wages week-
Iy. The result is the state govern-
ments of Australia, in developing
rural Australia, practically confine
their efforts to securing the rising
generation of the United Kingdom
surplusage of bright, eager. young
boys and girls in most British towns,
which should make co-operation be-
tween the British and dorninions’ fed-
eral and state governments and mu-
nicipal authorities here and in the
dominions prove of the greatest mu-
tual advantage.
